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mINUTES OF c.g.b. MEETING & 44th ALL INDIA ANNUAL CONFERENCE OF IRTSA 

HELD AT JAMALPUR ON 4th & 5th DECEMBER, 2009

297 Rail Engineers from all over the country attended the meeting and participated in the deliberations. The conference began with lighting Kuthuvilakku (Ceremonial Lamp) by Central President, General Secretary and all Zonal Secretaries. Er. P.N. Mishra, Convener of the 44th CGB and Annual conference welcomed all the delegates. 
Er. M. Shanmgam, Central President IRTSA inaugurated the conference & presided over the meeting.

General Secretary’s Report Er.Harchandan Singh, General Secretary submitted the report for the year 2008-09 as per copy attached – highlighting the serious impact of unprecedented Price Rise on the Salaried class, demoralizing impact of major anomalies in Sixth Pay Commission Report & non-acceptance of various demands, action taken by IRTSA in pursuance thereof, position & progress made on various issues; organizational position and activities of IRTSA; and challenges ahead. Balance Sheet of Accounts: Er.K.V.Ramesh, ACT, submitted the balance sheet of Accounts for the year 2008. GS report and Balance sheet on accounts were passed by the Central General body unanimously.
Zonal Secretaries’ Reports All the Zonal Secretaries submitted their reports regarding the activities carried out at their respective Zones, Er.Krishna Rao, Zonal Secretary/SCR, Er.Goutam Maji, Zonal Secretary/CLW, Er.R.B.Singh, Zonal Secretary/WR, Er.K.V.Ramesh, Zonal Secretary/ICF, Er.Abdul Salam, Zonal Secretary/SR, Er.Goutam Mukerjee, Zonal Secretary/ER, Er.N.K.Sinha, Zonal Secretary/NER, Er.Darsan lal, Zonal President/RCF, Er.Rehman, Zonal President/NR, Er.Mishra, Zonal Secretary/NR, Vinod Kumar, Secretary/Mysore, Er.P.K.Shukla/Lucknow, Er.M.M.Srivastav/NR, Er.Sushil Kumar, President/Jamalpur, Er.K.Gobinath/ICF, Er.Syed/ICF and Er.Ashok Chowdery/CLW spoke on the occasion.
Procession by Rail Engineers: Rail Engineers in large numbers participated in the procession from Gate No.1 of Jamalpur workshop to the Institute. Rail Engineers raised the slogans on their demands. 
Open Session: In the open session held on 4th Dec night nearly 450 Technical Supervisors from the Jamalpur workshop participated. Central President and General Secretary explained in detail about the activities of IRTSA and the issues under active consideration of the Railway Board. 

Resolutions on demands: The Conference of regretted that Engineers / Technical Supervisors on the Railways continue to suffer due to serious injustice done by the last two Pay Commissions as well as by the Railway administration thereby causing much frustration & resentment amongst the Engineers / Technical Supervisors on Railways and adversely affecting their morale and efficiency. The Conference, therefore, once again urged upon the Railway Board and the Government to favourably consider and redress the just demands (as per detailed Charter of Demands Attached herewith) in the interest of natural justice and for greater safety, efficiency and for better job satisfaction of Supervising Engineers.
MEMBERSHIP / STRUGGLE FUND / CORPUS FUND & SUBSCRIPTION FOR VRE: The General Body appealed to the Rail Engineers to contribute Rs.100 as annual membership, Rs.300 as struggle fund and Rs.50 towards subscription for Voice of Rail Engineers. It was also agreed by the active members to contribute Core Group Corpus Fund of Rs.1000 or (Rs.100/month) for one year.
Election of CEC: On 5th Dec in the final session election was conducted for the new body in which Er. M. Shanmugam, Er.Harchandan Singh and Er.O.N.Purohit were unanimously elected as Central President, General Secretary and Treasurer respectively. (List of CEC elected is attached)
The meeting dispersed after an emotive appeal by the General Secretary to all brother Engineers on Indian Railways to strengthen IRTSA for the betterment of category as a whole. He also gave a vote of thanks to the Chair, the Hosts – Jamalpur & to all the Delegates who had come from far & near.
