Continuation of departmental proceedings against retired railway servants who     were under suspension on the date of their retirement.

A case has come to the notice of this Ministry where a railway servant was under suspension on the date of his retirement and charge sheet was issued to him after his retirement from service by the General Manager under Rule-9 of RS(D&A)Rules. A question has arisen whether the charge sheet in the above case should have been issued under Rule-9 of RS(D&A)Rules or Rule-9 of  RS(Pension) Rules and  also whether the sanction of the President was not required as the charge sheet was proposed to be issued to a retired railway servant.

2. The matter has been examined in consultation with Finance Directorate and Legal Adviser of this Ministry. Attention of the Railways in this connection is drawn to the provisions contained in sub-rule 5(a) of Rule-9 of RS(Pension) Rules, 1993. These provisions stipulate that for the purpose of Rule-9 of these rules, the departmental proceedings shall be deemed to be instituted on the date on which the statement of charges is issued to the Railway servant  or pensioner or if the railway servant has been has been  placed under suspension from an earlier date, on such date. In other words, in respect of a railway servant  who was under suspension on the date of his retirement the departmental proceedings are deemed to be instituted on the date he was placed under suspension. Approval of the President for issued of charge sheet in such cases is therefore, not required as the departmental proceedings were already instituted before the retirement of the charged official and the charge  memorandum can be issued the  Disciplinary  Authority who would have issued the charge memorandum had the charged official been in service.  In such cases, however, the proceedings continue under Rule-9 of Pension Rules. Since the power to continue the proceedings after retirement of the charged official is drawn from Rule-9 of Pension Rules, this fact, therefore, should also find a mention the charge sheet  issued in such cases.

3. It has, therefore, been decided that in cases where the Railway servant was under suspension on the date of his retirement and departmental proceedings are continued after his retirement  from service and a charge memorandum is proposed to be issued to him in this connection, the first paragraph of the charge memorandum should read as under :

Shri _________________________ was suspended from service w.e.f while he was still in service. In terms of Sub-rule 2(a) read with Sub-rule 5(a) of Rule 9 of Railway Service (Pension Rules, 1993, departmental proceedings instituted before the retirement of Shri ____________ are deemed to be proceeding under Rule 9 of the Railway Service(Pension ) Rules, 1993.

The rest of the charged memorandum should be in the standard format with para-1 renumbered as para-2 and so on, except that para –7 of the standard format should also not be included in these cases since this paragraph refers to conduct rules which are not applicable to retired railway employees.

Kindly refer to Board’s letter No.E(NG)II/98/RC-1/139 dated 4.3.99, prescribing the minimum educational qualification as Class VIII passed for Appointment on compassionate ground in Group’D’ posts.

Attention is also invited to Board’s letter No.E(NG)II/99/RC-1/Gen/8 dated 29.7.99, exempting widows, being considered for compassionate appointments in Group ‘D’ from possessing the qualification of Class VIII passed.

It has now been decided that wives of the Railway employees, who were medically decategorised prior to the 29.4.99 and have opted for voluntary retirement, or have been totally incapacitated and declared medically unfit for all categories, who have been found admissible for compassionate appointments, may also be exempted from possessing the educational qualification of Class VIII passed, for appointment in Group ‘D’ categories on compassionate ground.

Introduction of objective type questions for written examination to selection posts.

---


In terms of the provision contained in Para 219(C) of IREM, Vol.I (1989 Edition) any written test held as part of a selection for promotion to the highest grade selection post in a category, may include objective type questions for about 50% of the total marks. However, the figure of 50% for objective type of questions is intended to be for guidance and should not be taken as constituting an inflexible percentage.


A demand has been raised in the PNM/NFIR vide agenda item No.33/2000 that the provision for objective type questions should be extended to all selections for which a written examination is prescribed. During the course of discussions in the PNM/NFIR meeting held on 23rd/24th Oct.2000, the Federation pointed out that the provision regarding objective type questions for about 50% of the total marks for the written test are not being interpreted/followed correctly by the Railways and at times, objective type questions for marks much below 50% of the total marks for the written test are included in the question paper. It was agreed to issue a suitable clarification on this aspect.


It is accordingly clarified that the existing provision that objective type questions for about 50% of total marks for the written  test shall be deemed to have been followed correctly if objective type questions fall in the range of 45% to 55% of total marks for the written test.

Retention of Railway quarter on transfer , deputation, retirement etc.


Ministry of Railways ( Railway Board) have reviewed the instructions governing retention of Railway accommodation by Railway employees in the event of their transfer, deputation, retirement etc. and have decided to revise/modify the instructions as under. The  relevant extant instructions stand modified/superseded to the extent they have been revised/modified in terms of this letter.

1. Permanent Transfer:

a) A Railway employee on transfer from one station to another which necessitates change of residence, may be permitted to retain the railway accommodation at the former station of posting for a period of two months on payment of normal rent or single flat rate of licence fee/rent. On request by the employee , on educational or sickness account, the period of retention of railway accommodation may be extended for a further period of six months on payment of special licence fee, i.e., double the flat rate of licence fee/rent. Further extension beyond the aforesaid period may be granted on educational ground only to cover the academic session in which he was transferred on payment of special licence fee.

Beyond the permitted/permissible limits, however, no further extension will be allowed on any grounds whatsoever. Therefore, no requestor representations on this score shall be entertained. For all occupations beyond the permitted period, immediate action should be taken to cancel the allotment, declare the occupation as unauthorised and initiate eviction proceedings charging damage rent for the over stay.

b) Where the request made for retention of Railway quarter is on grounds of sickness of self or a dependent  of the family of the railway employee, he will be required to produce the requisite Medical certificate from the authorised Railway Medical Officer for the purpose.

c) In the event of transfer, during the mid-school/college academic session,  the permission to be granted by the competent authority for retention of railway accommodation  in terms of item (a) above will be subject to his production of the necessary Certificate from the concerned school/college authority.

d) In the case of transferred Railway employee holding earmarked accommodation, he/she may be permitted to retain the accommodation for a period of two months only on payment of normal rent. During this period of two months, if the employee concerned requests for further retention in terms of (a) above, an alternative accommodation not higher than Type V should be allotted in his/her favour for the balance period  of six months on payment of special licence fee. No relaxations beyond the permitted/permissible limits will, however, be allowed on any ground whatsoever. Therefore, no requests or representations on this score shall be entertained . Fore all occupations beyond the permitted period, immediate action should be taken to cancel the allotment, declare the occupation as unauthorised and initiate eviction proceedings charging damage rent for the over stay.

e) Both in respect of non-earmarked accommodation, permission for retention beyond the initial period of 2 months under circumstances indicated in sub paras (a) and (d) above should be granted only in rare cases/genuine need and not  in a routine manner.

2. Deputation to another Ministry:

An employee in occupation of Railway quarter ( earmarked/non-earmarked) on deputation to another Ministry/Deptt. of the Central/State Govt. of India will be permitted to retain Railway quarter only for a period of two months on payment of normal rent. This retention would be subject to approval by the competent authority; this approval would be given only if the employee gives a proof of having applied for a suitable Central/State Govt. quarter, as the case may be, if he is eligible for the same while he is on deputation. The application should include a request for a quarter of a type one below the entitlement. Such an applicable should be made by him at the earliest opportunity and definitely within one month of the person joining on deputation. In case of failure to apply for a suitable quarter the permission of retention of quarter for a period of two months will no longer apply and he would be treated as unauthorised occupant from the date he joined on deputation. For the Central/State Govt. Deptts. Where there is no policy to allot the quarter of their own from the general pool, he should apply for accommodation on lease from the concerned employer. If there exists no provision even for this then after retention of two months’ period, no further  extension would be given to the employee to retain the Railway quarter beyond two months and he/she would be treated as an unauthorised occupant and action taken accordingly.

3. Railway employees proceedings on deputation to PSUs etc.

A Railway employee while proceeding on deputation to  any of the PSUs ( including those of the Ministry of Railways, viz., RITES,IRCON, CRIS, IRFC, IRCTC, MRVC, KRC, Railtel Corpn. Etc.) would be permitted to retain Railway quarter only for a period of two months on normal rent chargeable from the date they have joined the Public Sector Unit. After this period he would be treated as unauthorised occupant and action taken accordingly.

4. Retirement

A Railway employee on retirement including voluntary retirees and those  retirees and those retired compulsorily may be permitted to retain the non-earmarked Railway  accommodation for a period of 4 months on payment of normal rent/flat rate of licence fee/rent and the next 4 months on educational or sickness account on payment of special licence fee, i.e., double the normal rent or double the flat rate of licence fee/rent. This is also applicable to audit staff doing Railway audit work. The cases of retirement on medical invalidation grounds are also to be treated at par with normal retirement.


Beyond the permitted/permissible period, however, no further extension will be allowed on any grounds, whatsoever. Therefore, no requests or representations on this score shall be entertained. For all occupations beyond the permitted period, therefore, immediate action should be taken to cancel the allotment, declare the occupation as unauthorised and initiate eviction proceedings charging damage rent for the over stay.

5. Railway employees holding earmarked Railway accommodation.

(a) Railway employees holding earmarked Railway accommodation on their retirement, will be entitled to retain the earmarked Railway accommodation only for a period of two months on payment of normal rent with no extension on any grounds whatsoever. During this period of two months, at the request of the retired Railway employee for alternative accommodation not higher than Type V, the same can be allotted in his/her favour for the balance period of six months. This permission for the balance  six months would be on payment of special licence fee. He has of course, to apply immediately within a period of one month from retirement as has already been elaborated in Item (a) above. The period of such relaxation in this case would be allowed only till the allotment of an alternative accommodation or a total period of eight months whichever is earlier.

(b) Beyond the permitted/permissible period, however, no further extension will be allowed on any grounds, whatsoever. Therefore, no requests or representations on this score shall be entertained. For all occupation beyond the permitted period, therefore, immediate action should be taken to cancel the allotment , declare the occupation as unauthorised and initiate eviction proceedings charging damage rent for the over stay.

6. Post retirement engagements in Committees, Commissions etc.

In cases of engagement of a retired Railway employee in Committees, Commissions and Tribunals ( even the Tribunals  of Railways like RCT), he/she will not be entitled to any Railway accommodation and should vacate the accommodation within a period of two months of having joined  such a Committee/Commissions/Tribunals etc. However, in case of re-employment on the Railways , the extant orders will continue to be applicable.

7. Withholding of DCRG etc. in the case of post-retirement retention of quarter.

For unauthorised retention of Railway accommodation Railway Administration should take following steps to discourage Railway employees.

(i) ‘No claim’ certificate should not be given unless the employee after retirement has vacated the Railway quarter and cleared all his arrears of rent, electricity and other charges, etc.

(ii) While the retirement/death gratuity or special contribution to P.F., as the case may be, should be withheld in full for non-vacation of railway quarters, not only after superannuation but in all cases of cessation of service, namely, voluntary retirement death etc. Further the amount without should remain with the Administration only  in the form of cash without conversion into any type of security lest the very purpose of withholding full DCRG should get defeated. It may also please be kept in view that the gratuity should be released as soon as the quarter is vacated so that there   is neither any hardship to the retired employee or its family nor there is any claim for payment of interest on withheld gratuity for reasons of any administrative lapse.

(iii) One set of post-retirement pass should be disallowed for every month of unauthorised retention of Railway quarters by retired officers/staff . The concerned retired officer/staff may be allowed the privilege of post-retirement passes after the period during which the forfeited passes would have been admissible. A show cause notice to this effect may be issued to the retired employee before disallowing the pass.

Sub-rule(8) of Rule 16 of the Railway Services (Pension ) Rules,1993.

"(8) (a) In case where a railway accommodation is not vacated after superannuation of the Railway servant or after cessation of his services such as on voluntary retirement, compulsory retirement, medical invalidation or death, then, the full amount of retirement gratuity, death gratuity or special contribution to provident fund, as the case may be, shall be withheld.

b) The amount withheld under clause(a) shall remain with the railway administration in the form of cash.

c) In case the railway accommodation is not vacated even after the permissible period of retention after the superannuation, retirement cessation of  service or death ,as the case may be, the railway administration shall have the right to withhold, recover, or adjust from the Death -cum-retirement Gratuity, the normal rent, special licence fee or damage rent, as may be due from  the ex-railway employee and return only the balance, if any, on vacation of the Railway accommodation.

d) Any amount remaining unpaid after the adjustment made under clause (C) , may also be recovered without the consent of the pensioner by the concerned Accounts Officers from the dearness relief of the pensioner until full recovery of such dues has been made.

e) Dispute, if any, regarding recovery of damages or rent from the ex-railway employee shall be subject to adjudication by the concerned Estate Officer appointed under the Public Premises ( Eviction of Unauthorised Occupants) Act, 1971 (40 of 1971).

Note


(i) The withholding of gratuity envisaged in Rule 8(a) of the Railway Services Pension Rules, 1993, will also be applicable to Railway Servants holding Railway accommodation and retiring from Ministry of Railways ( Railway Board).

(ii) The policy of allowing PSUs to pay the cost of construction of houses and thereafter retain half of the number of houses equivalent to the 50% cost of contribution should now be discontinued. Railways should encourage the PSUs to build houses on railway land subject to the condition that 50% of the number  of such houses built would be made available to Railway Officers and the balance can be allotted to officers working in the PSUs.

The undersigned is directed to say that this department had issued orders from time to time notifying the revised rates of Dearness Allowance approved by Government for all categories of Central Government Employees. These rates were based on the revised scale of pay that came into effect from January 1,1,996 on acceptance of the recommendations of the Fifth Central Pay Commission.

2.
These orders were, however not applicable to the Central Government employees who had exercised an option to continue in the pre-revised scales of pay or to those whose pay and allowances had not been revised for different reasons in conformity with various Government decisions on the Commission’s recommendations. It is understood that in the absence of necessary general orders in regard to the rates of Dearness allowance applicable from time to time to these categories of employees, some of the departments and Central Autonomous bodies that have adopted the Central Government scales of pay have not been authorising the Dearness allowance at the enhanced rates beyond January 1.1.1996.

3.
It is, therefore, clarified that the Dearness Allowance shall be admissible to these categories of employee at the following rates from the dates indicated:-

Sub: Re-deployment of Surplus Staff - consolidated instructions regarding.

…


Instructions issued from time to time on the above subject were consolidated in Master circular No.22 titled "Absorption and Utilization of Surplus Staff". These instructions prescribe modalities for redeployment of surplus staff and envisages advance planning to identify areas of surplus and to arrange for their expeditious redeployment. Despite these instructions, it is seen that arge numbers of surplus staff remain against special supernumerary posts for long periods without being productively engaged. In view of this, the issue ofsurrender of surplus posts and redeployment of surplus staff has been re-examined  by the Board and, after careful consideration, the following instructions are being issued in partial modification of the existing instructions, wherever applicable.

1. Definitions

(a) Surplus Staff:

1. Total or partial closure of activities,

2. Total or partial re-engineering of work processes/work methods, 

3. Introduction of Modern Technology

4. Outsourcing of some activity totally or partially.

b) Accepting Department:

"Accepting Department” is the department or sub-department in which surplus staff are re-deployed or are required to be re-deployed on the basis of needs either against vacancies in categories where no surplus is likely to be generated in foreseeable future or against the established/accepted requirement of additional manpower likely to arise in near future as accepted by the Head of the Unit/Division/Zone.

II. Procedure for dealing with vacant surplus posts:

In amplification of Board's letter No.E(NG)II/84/RE/1/10 dated 21.4.89, following procedure should be followed.

In grades having an element of direct recruitment, vacant surplus posts falling within the direct recruitment quota should be surrendered and their money value credited to the Vacancy bank. An indicative list of categories where element of direct recruitment exists may be seen at Annexure-I. Against balance vacant surplus posts belonging to promotion quota in the direct recruitment grades as also vacant surplus posts in intermediate grades, an equal No. of posts falling in direct recruitment quota in the immediate lower direct recruitment grade of Group 'C' or Group 'D', as the case may be should be surrendered. However, if adequate number of vacant posts falling in direct recruitment quota are not available in the immediate lower grade as contemplated above, direct recruitment quota vacant posts in the still lower direct recruitment grade of Group 'C' or Group 'D' maybe surrendered and money value credited to the Vacancy Bank. This process may be continued till an equal number of posts have been surrendered or the lowest grade of Group 'C' or Group 'D' , as the case may be, is reached.

III. Procedure for dealing with manned surplus posts:


Manned surplus post could either be in grades having an element of Direct recruitment or in intermediate grades where no element of direct recruitment exists. For either of the above situations, Railways should draw out a staff profile in respect of each surplus staff including their redeployment plan as shown in Annexure-II. Records as per Annexure-II should be maintained in separate sheets in respect of I) surplus staff in grades having element of direct recruitment and  ii) surplus staff in intermediate grades. Thereafter action as delineated below is to be taken.

IV, Re-deployment of surplus staff retiring shortly:

All surplus staff irrespective of the grades, who are superannuating within the next three years ( 3 year period should be counted from the date of issue of these instructions in the case of those already declared surplus and from the date of staff being rendered surplus in future cases) should be re-deployed at the same station in any department where vacancies exist and where they can be utilized gainfully, and the original posts surrendered and money value credited to the vacancy bank. Those of such staff who cannot be re-deployed at the same station for any reason should be placed against 'special supernumerary' posts forthwith. On vacation of the special supernumerary posts by them in due course for any reasons such as retirement, etc., these posts are to be surrendered and money value credited to the vacancy bank.
V Re-deployment of surplus staff in grade 2550-3200 ( other than those covered under IV)

1.
Surplus staff working grade Rs.2550-3200(RP) should be re-deployed against vacant posts in the same grade in the accepting department without waiting for their re-training, their original posts surrendered and money value credited to the vacancy bank. In case there is a training need the same should be met after redeployment.

2. While taking action as per 1 above, if a vacant post in the same grade is not available in the accepting department, the surplus staff should be re-deployed in the accepting department alongwith the post. After the need for additional manpower/posts in near future has been established/accepted. On cessation of the need for additional manpower on creation of posts needed for additional work in due course  these transferred posts on vacation by the incumbents due to any reasons such as absorption against new creations, promotion, transfer, superannuation, etc., are to be surrendered and money value credited to the vacancy bank.

VI. Training of Surplus staff:

Surplus staff other than those working in grades 2550-3200 who need be re-retrained before redeployment should be booked for re-training within one month of their being declared surplus. Skills for which they are to be trained should be identified based on the category in which they are to be re-deployed. This would depend on their age profile, educational qualification, working capabilities and potential to acquire necessary skills, besides the need for additional manpower in various categories. Information as per Annexure-II would be of use for the purpose. Duration of training should normally net exceed 90 days.

VII. Redeployment of surplus staff working in grades having an element of direct recruitment (other then the grade 2550-3200)

1. Surplus staff should be posted against vacant direct recruitment quota posts in the same grade in accepting department after re-training, as necessary.

2. In the event of direct recruitment vacancies in the same grade not being available as per 1 above, the surplus staff should be re-deployed in the accepting department alongwith the post, after the need for additional manpower in near future has been established/accepted. On cessation of the need for additional manpower  on creation of posts needed for additional work in due course, these transferred posts on vacation by the incumbents due to any reason are to be surrendered and money value credited to the vacancy bank. Till then an equal number of vacant posts in any of the next available direct recruitment grades where vacancies exist, should be frozen . This may be restored after the surrender of transferred posts.

3.  The entire process of re-deployment of surplus staff working against posts having an element of direct recruitment should be finalized within four months from the date an incumbent is declared surplus.

VIII. Re-deployment of surplus staff working in intermediate grades:

1. Surplus staff in intermediate grades should be transferred/re-deployed in the acceptance department alongwith the post, after training as necessary, on establishment/acceptance of the need for additional manpower.

2. While issuing orders as above, an equal No. of vacant posts of the accepting department in the immediate lower direct recruitment grade should be frozen temporarily, t be restored on vacation of the higher grade posts by the re-deployed staff due to any reason. In such vacation these posts may be surrendered and money value credited to the vacancy bank.

3. In case " vacant posts" in immediate lower direct recruitment grade are not available in the accepting department, even next to next direct recruitment grade vacant posts may be located and frozen. If no vacant posts are available in any of the lower direct recruitment grades, the transferred/re-deployed posts shall be surrendered as and when they are vacated by the re-deployed staff due to any reason in due course, and money value credited to the vacancy bank.

4. The process of re-deployment of surplus staff working against intermediate grade posts should be finalized preferably within six months from the date an incumbent is declared surplus.

IX. PROCEDURE FOR DEALING WITH SURPLUS STAFF FOUND UNFIT FOR RE-DEPLOYMENT.

The cases of surplus staff who are found unfit for re-deployment even after re-training because of their inability to pick up new skills should be reviewed quarterly by the Head of the Division/Workshop and half yearly by the General Manager. Possibilities of further training to make then fit for re-deployment at a later stage oar of their taking voluntary retirement may also be pursued with them. Till they retire/take voluntary retirement , they should be placed against special supernumerary posts, and as and when they vacate these posts due to any reason, the same should be surrendered and money value credited to Vacancy Bank.

X. SENIORITY OF  SURPLUS STAFF ON RE-DEPLOYMENT:

1. The seniority of surplus staff re-deployed in the accepting department will continue to be guided by the extant instructions on the subject. Reference in this connection may be made to the Railway Board's letter No.(NG)II-84/RE-1/10 dated 21.4.1989.

2. Surplus staff willing to go on bottom seniority against direct recruitment grades in other departments should be first absorbed against direct recruitment vacancies subject t their suitability and medical fitness as required , before fresh recruitment is done.

XI. OTHER RELATED INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Instructions already exist regarding the need for consultation with recognized unions in cases where large numbers of surplus staff are involved and where promotion prospects are likely to be affected in any way. It would be necessary to take the recognized unions into confidence so that the process of re-deployment is expeditiously completed within the time limits indicated herein. Preferences of surplus staff for posting on re-deployment should also be considered to the extent possible within the framework of these instructions. 

2. Other related instructions such as relaxation on educational qualifications for re-deployment of surplus staff, etc. already issued, which do not come into conflict with these instructions, will continue to hold good .

XII.
RETENTION OF RAILWAY QUARTERS BY THE SURPLUS STAFF

Surplus staff when transferred to a new station involving change of residence maybe permitted to retain railway quarters, if any, allotted to them at the previous station, for a maximum period of two years or till allotment of railway quarters at the new station on payment of normal licence fee/charges, whichever is earlier.

SERIAL CIRCULAR NO.11/2001

Copy of Board’s letter 97-E(SCT)I/49/14 dated 12.12.2000 wherein  relaxation in qualifying marks in selections for SC/ST candidates in non-safety posts , which was withdrawn with effect from 27.3.2000 (SC No.60/2000) is restored with effect from 3.10.2000, is published for information, guidance and necessary action. 


In this context ,a brief history of the introduction /application of relaxed standard for SC/ST candidates IN NON-SAFETY POSTS is given below for appreciation.

	Authority CPO/SC No.211/68
	The relaxation of qualifying marks in “Professional ability” and in the “aggregate” i.e., 50% as against 60% for other in respect of selections posts was introduced.

	Authority CPO/SC No.231/71
	The SC/ST candidates securing 50% marks in professional ability and 50% marks in aggregate excluding marks for seniority would also qualify for empanelment. 

	Authority CPO/SC No.82/85
	It was clarified that by applying the general standard for qualifying in a selection and empanelment, the selection committee should first draw a list of candidates who can be empanelled and this list should be checked up whether this contains the required number of candidates belonging to SC/ST. In case of deficiency, the same should be made good by including the other reserved candidates who pass by applying the relaxed standards.

	Authority CPO/SC No.93/92
	In case adequate number of SC/ST candidates are not available as per general merit in the panel to fill the reserved posts, additional SC/ST candidates to the extent of deficiency may be placed on the panel applying the specified relaxed standard and if still the reserved quota is unfilled further SC/ST candidates may be considered for adhoc promotion under the best among the failed policy. In this circular, it was also clarified that SC/ST candidates who find place in the panel on relaxed norms or under the best amongst failed policy should be placed below those who have qualified with the general candidates.



	Authority CPO/SC No.160/2000
	Relaxation in qualifying for SC/ST candidates for non-safety posts was withdrawn .Despite withdrawal of the relaxation marks, the best amongst the failure scheme is continued to be followed as the said scheme is quite different from the scheme of relaxation in qualifying marks.

With the issue of Board’s letter dated 12.12.2000 now circulated, the position  as given in Serial Circulars given in the margin would hold good in respect of selections to non-safety posts from 3.10.2000.

Reservation in promotion – Prescription of lower qualifying marks/lesser  standard of evaluation.

Please refer to Railway Board’s letter of even number dated 27.3.2000, vide which it was communicated that relaxation in qualifying marks in promotion to SC/ST candidates stand withdrawn.

2. The following proviso to Article 335 has since been incorporated in the Constitution through the Constitution ( Eighty-Second Amendment) Act,2000.

“Provided that nothing in this Article shall prevent in making of any provision in favour of the members of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes for relaxation in qualifying marks in any examination or lowering the standards of evaluation, for reservation in matters of promotion to any class or classes of services or posts in connection with the affairs of the Union or of a State”.

3. In pursuance of the enabling proviso of Article 335 of the Constitution , it has been decided that the relaxations/concessions in the matters of promotion to candidates  belonging to SC/ST category by way of lower qualifying marks/lesser standards of evaluation which existed prior to 27.3.2000, be restored ( This has reference to O.M.No.36012/23/96-Estt.(Res)- Vol.II dated 3.10.2000 from the Department of Personnel  & Training which is the nodal department in this matter). In other words , the effect of these instructions would be that the earlier instructions contained in this Ministry’s letter of even number dated 27.3.2000 become inoperative from 3.10.2000.

4. These orders shall take effect in respect of selections made on or after 3.10.2000. The selections finalised earlier i.e., prior to 3.10.2000 shall not be disturbed.

5. These instructions shall be brought to the notice of all the concerned and the attached/subordinate offices for compliance.

Sub: Regulation of promotion on adhoc basis.

…


In terms of Para 216 A of Indian Railway Establishment  Manual Vol.I (1989 Edition) as modified vide Advance Correction Slip No.65 and 72 issued under this Ministry’s letters No.E(NG)I/94/PM1/10 dated 9.12.98 and 19.2.99, selections/suitability tests/trade tests should be conducted timely so as to obviate the need for making adhoc promotions both in selection and non-selection posts. While there should be no adhoc promotions may be made in leave vacancies and short duration vacancies upto 4 months against selection posts. Normally, no adhoc promotion should be made against regular vacancies. It is becomes inescapableto make adhoc promotion against regular vacancy warranted by such circumstances as Court’s orders etc., such promotion should be allowed only with the prior personal approval of the Chief Personnel Officer who should satisfy himself with reasons for non-finalisation of the selections before according his sanction. In  any case , such arrangements should not be allowed to last over six months except in exceptional circumstances like where a panel cannot be formed because of Court’s Stay Order etc.

2. The instructions regarding holding of regular selections/suitability tests/trade tests to avoid promotions and the need to follow the provisions in the Manual as stated above in ordering such promotions wherever inescapable were reiterated vide Board’s letter of even number dated 13.12.1999.

In terms of the instructions contained in this Ministry’s letter No.E(NG)I/89/DP/24 dated 1.11.1989, as reiterated in individual cases from time to time, the proposals for obtaining competent authority’s approval to the extension of deputation period of non-gazetted Railway employees with RITES/IRCON/CONCOR/CRIS are required to be submitted well before the expiry of the three-year or four-year period, as the case may be. It has been specially laid down that such proposals should be made to the Board by the borrowing organisation along with concurrence for such extension from the Zonal Railway /Production Unit concerned, at least three months before the expiry of the sanctioned deputation period. In no case should competent authority’s approval be taken for granted or presumed and the employee should be taken for granted or presumed and the employee should invariably be repatriated if approval for extension is not received before expiry of the approved period of deputation.

2. However, it has come to the notice of the Board that:

(a) Proposals are not submitted in due time.

(b) Relevant columns in the prescribed proforma are left blank.

(c) The employee on deputation are shifted from one project to another.

(d) Concurrence of the parent Railway/PU is not obtained before sending the proposal to          

                   the Board.

(e) Instructions of the Ministry to repatriate the employee concerned, wherever proposals 

                   for extension are not approved are disregarded..

3.
In a recent case, the Minister of Railways has taken a serious view of the lapses brought out above. The Ministry of Railways, therefore, wish to reiterate that their extant instructions on the subject must be scrupulously observed without  any default. A mechanism should also be devised to ensure that authorised extension of deputation terms do not occur in future.

Procedure for recruitment of Group ‘D’ staff.

…


Instructions have been issued vide Board’s letter No.99/E/RRB/25/11 dated 21.9.2000 that recruitment to Group ‘D’ posts should henceforth be done directly by the Zonal Railways/Units concerned, as was the practice prior to 21.4.1999. In continuation of the same, the following guidelines are issued regarding the procedure to be followed for recruitment. These guidelines should be followed for  all future recruitments of Group ‘D’ staff.

2.0 RECRUITMENT UNIT:
2.1  The unit of recruitment will be a Division/Workshop/Production Unit and requirement of all departments within the unit and for all categories as well, will be clubbed together for the purpose of Group ‘D’ recruitment. As many recruitment units as possible maybe clubbed together for a recruitment on each Railway, so as to ensure recruitment of required  number of candidates within a reasonable amount of expenditure.

2.0 PERIODICITY OF RECRUITMENT

2.1 Recruitment should be done at intervals  of approximately two years.

2.2 The vacancies may be counted as on 30th of June or 31st of December of each year and the anticipated vacancies to be added will be for the period of next two years, duly taking into account the reservation rules.

2.0 ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

2.1  The educational qualification for recruitment to all Group ‘D’ categories in the Railways shall be Class VIII passed as already stipulated in Railway Board’s letter number E(NG)-II/98/RR-I/107 dated 4.12.1998.

2.2 The age for recruitment should be as per extant instructions, with relaxations for specified categories as admissible under specific orders issued by the Railway Board from time to time.

5.0 APPROVAL FOR OPEN MARKET RECRUITMENT

5.1   Existing directives for obtaining Board’s prior approval for filling up Group ‘D’ vacancies through open market recruitment will continue to apply.

6.0 METHOD OF RECRUITMENT

6.1 The procedure laid down in para 179 of IREM-Vol.I shall be followed for recruitment in Group ‘D’ categories, subject to the modifications contained in Railway Board’s letter No.E(NG)II/96/RR-1/62 dated 17.9.98 issued in reference to Supreme Court Judgement in the case of Excise Superintendent, Malkapatnam, Andhra Pradesh Vs. KBN Visweshwara Rao and others , which provides for publication of  recruitment notice in ‘Employment News’ besides issue of such notices of Employment Exchanges, recognised Associations of SC STs & display on Notice Boards etc.

6.2 Wherever considered necessary, the General Managers may introduce written screening test as a method of selection. In other cases, selection will be held through viva-voce test of all the eligible candidates. In both the cases, the selected candidates shall be subjected to a physical efficiency test.

6.3 The detailed procedure to be adopted for conduct of selection for recruitment to Group ‘D’ posts shall be as per the guidelines given in Annexure-I.

7.0 EMPLOYMENT NOTICE.

7.1 Employment Notice should be advertised in Rozgar Samachar/Employment News giving full details regarding:-

· Recruitment Unit

· Posts for which recruitment is to be conducted alongwith reservation details

· Age limits; including relaxation provisions.

· Pay scales and minimum emoluments expected at the beginning of employment.

· Places of posting, which should also indicate liability of serving anywhere on the Railway.

· Examination Fees.

· Mode of application.

·  Closing date for submission of application.

· Choice of language/for question paper ( incase of written / screening test)

· Mode of examination; Whether through Written test or viva-voce test.

· Physical efficiency test standards.

· Medical test standards.

· Railways’ right to hold additional/Supplementary examinations or re-examination for all or some of the candidates.

· Any other relevant information.

7.2 In the case of written/ screening test, Hindi and English shall be the languages in which question papers will be printed. Candidates should indicate their preference regarding the language of question paper in their applicaton.

7.3 Brief indicative advvertisements will be given in at least two local newspapers for wider coverage. The indicative advertisement will draw attention to the detailed employment notice published in RozgarSamachar/Employment News. In addition, the employment notice will be sent to the nearby employment exchanges and recognised Associations of SCs and STs. The notice should also be sent to Special Employment Exchanges and the Vocational Rehabilitation Centres in the case of posts reserved for ex-servicemen. Copies of these notices should also be exhibited on Notice Boards outside railway offices etc. situated in the area of recruitment.

8.0 MODE OF APPLICATION

8.1 Candidates should apply on plain paper, as per format indicated in employment notice. Fees may be charged ( including postal charges) @ Rs.40/- per candidate. However, SC/ST candidates will not pay any fee, except Rs.10/- towards postal charges.

8.2 A candidate should mention the recruitment units and posts applied for, in order of his preferences, in his application. Final allotment of post, if empanelled, may be done taking into account his preference and his merit position.

8.3 Each recruitment shall be conducted under the supervision of an officer, not below the rank of JA grade ( hereafter called Controller of Recruitment).When two or more recruitment units are clubbed together, the General Manager may nominate this officer and he may be located in one of the Divisions or Headquarters. When recruitment is made for a single recruitment unit, the Sr DPO/Dy.CPO of  the unit may function as ‘Controller of Recruitment’.

8.4 ‘Controller of Recruitment’ shall be responsible for inviting applications and overseeing the selection process. The ‘Controller of Recruitment’ shall be assisted by a Sr. Scale Officer or an Assistant Officer belonging to the Personnel Department who may be assigned exclusively to this work along with nucleus staff

10.0. APPLICATON PROCESSING.

10.1 ‘The Controller of Recruitment’ shall have the right to reject any application. However, the reasons for rejection would have to be recorded on the application. The officer assisting the ‘Controller of Recruitment’ may endorse these reasons.

10.2 There shall not be any discrimination on ground of gender.

10.3 Name, father’s name, address, and community of each candidates should be entered in a computer database along with any other information considered relevant. Either the Railway’s own computers may be used for this purpose or an outside computer agency can be engaged, if required.

9.0 ISSUE OF CALL LETTERS TO CANDIDATES.

11.1 Roll numbers may be generated on the computer and call letters should also be generated through the computers. The call letters should be posted under certificate of posting, at least one month before the date of examination/interview.

11.2 In  recruitments  where written test has been decided to be held, separate ‘Instructions to Candidates’, containing detailed guidelines on how to fill the answers, roll number etc. and a sample OMR( Optical Mark Recognition) answer sheet printed on plain paper, should be enclosed  with the call letter.

12.0        PREPARATION OF PANELS

12.1 ‘Controller of Recruitment’ shall prepare a select list in order of merit, for all candidates who qualify for empanelment, subject to their being declared suitable in physical efficiency test. After the conduct of physical efficiency test, he shall prepare the final panel. Thereafter, he shall prepare individual panels for individual posts after taking into account the merit position and preferences of individual candidates. These panels will be put up to the competent authority for approval.

12.2  The currency of the panel shall be for a period of two years  from the date of publication. General Manager may exercise his authority to extend the  life of panel by one year in case the panel is not exhausted within two years.

13.0 Railway may appoint candidates from the same select list within two years for replacements of candidates who may fail to join, those who may fail in medical examination and also in lieu of candidates who may leave the job within two years. In addition any additional unforeseen vacancies may also be filled up, with the personal approval of General Manager, by picking up additional candidates; in order of merit from the available select list, within two years.

14.0   Any other specific instructions, issued by Railway Board, not covered in these guidelines will continue to apply.

ANNEXURE-I

PROCEDURE FOR RECRUITMENT TO GROUP ‘D’ POSTS GUIDELINES

1. Wherever considered necessary, theGeneral Manager mayintroduce written scrrening test as a method of selection. In the other cases, the selection will be held through viva-voce test of all the eligible candidates. In both the cases, the selected candidates shall be subjected to a physical efficiency test.

3. CONDUCT OF WRITTEN SCREENING TEST

2.1
Candidates may be selected for recruitment through a two stage written test. Question papers for both preliminary, as well as final test shall be based on Class VIII standard. However, no question shall be asked for checking proficiency in language. Question paper should be entirely on the objective type for both preliminary as well as final tests. Question papers shall be printed in Hindi and English.

2.2
Answer scripts shall be readable on Optimal Mark Readers (OMR) and evaluation of answer scripts shall be on computers. 

2.3
Minimum pass marks for preliminary as well as final test may be 30% for General Candidates and 20% for SC./ST and OBC candidates.( Minimum pass marks mean marks obtained in preliminary test below which a candidate cannot be called for final test  or marks obtained in final test below which a candidate’s name cannot be included in the select list for drawing of panels) In order to eliminate the advantage of guess work, one mark maybe deducted for three wrong answers ( assuming choice of answers in objective type question papers in four in each question).

2.4
Results of the preliminary test should be tabulated in order of merit of candidates. Thereafter, names of candidates equal to ten times the number of vacancies should be picked up, while exercising due care to ensure adequate availability of candidates to meet requirements of reservations.

2.5
The applications of all candidates selected for the final stage of test should be scrutinized now, for checking their eligibility. The names of ineligible candidates  should be struck out before publication of results, and the roll numbers of the successful candidates should be published in Rozgar Samachar/Employment News. Simultaneously written intimation should also be sent to these candidates alongwith call letters for the final test.

3.
VIVA-VOCE TEST

3.1
In  the cases where it is not considered necessary to introduce written screening test, the selection will be done through viva-voce test which shall be conducted in accordance with the extant guidelines.

2.3 The selection committee shall consist of only the serving railway officials and no non-railway officials will be included. It may be ensured that the committee includes one member each from SC/ST, OBC and Minority Communities.

3. PHYSICAL EFFFICIENCY TEST

4.1
The candidates who become due for empanelment on the basis of the result of the final written screening test or the viva-voce test, as the case may be, shall be subjected to a physical efficiency test to assess their physical fitness for the post. It will only be a qualifying test. Merit lists, for the purpose of empanelment, shall be decided on the basis of marks obtained in the written test or the viva-voce test, as the case may be.

4.2
Physical efficiency test standards shall be prescribed, having regard  to the nature of duties involved for the posts advertised for recruitment, by the General Manager. However, the physical efficiency test shall be same for all categories for which a common selection is conducted.

4.3
Physical efficiency test may be supervised by a committee of three railway officers, who will be nominated by General Manager. One of these officers will be nominated as the Convener. At least one of these three should be a medical officer. The officers conducting the physical efficiency test shall advise the result of the test to the  ‘Controller of Recruitment’ immediately after completing the tests.

The Ministry of Railways, with the approval of the President, have decided that the pay scales allotted to certain categories of staff consequent to the implementation of the recommendations of the V Central Pay Commission, as given in the annexure should be amended , subject to the conditions applicable to respective categories, as indicated therein.

2. Date of effect: - These orders take effect from the date of issue.

3. Pay fixation:- Pay fixation of the concerned staff would be done in accordance with the FR-23(1317-IREC-Vol.II(1987-Edition) and FR22(I)(a)2) (Amended Rule -1313(I)(a)(ii) circulated as ACS No.14 to IREC Vol.II, 1987 Edition vide Board's letter No.F(E)II/89/FR-1/1 dated 12.12.1991) read with Audit instructions (1) below FR-22. In other words, the  pay of the incumbents would be fixed at the stage of the time scale, which is equal to his existing pay, or, if there is no such stage, the stage next above his pay in respect of the old post held by him on regular basis. Provided further that in case where pay fixed at the same stage , the next increment will be drawn on the date of increment in the pre-revised V CPC scale and in cases where pay is fixed at the higher stage, he shall get his next increment on completion of the period when an increment is earned in the revised time scale. When pay is drawn at the maximum of the old scale and there is an equal stage in the revised scale Audit Instructions (1) below FR-22 will have to be taken care of while determining next increment in the revised scale.

Instructions were issued vide Board’s letter of even number dated 8.2.2000 clarifying that the amount of pension sanctioned to the Railway servants retired on or after 1.1.1996 based on the revised scales of pay should not be reduced if the initially allotted revised scales of pay have been replaced by improved scales of pay,  and the pay re-fixed downwards. These clarifications are in accordance with Rue 90 of Railway Services (Pension) Rules,1993, which prohibits downward revision of pension except on account of detection of clerical error subsequently. Board’s letter dated 8.2.2000 referred to above does not have a mention about the effect of downward refixation of pay on DCRG and leave encashment. The matter has been considered by the Board and the position is clarified as under:

2.
Whereas pension is determined on the average emoluments drawn during the last ten months of service, DCRG and leave encashment are calculated on the basis of emoluments drawn immediately before retirement. The pay finally refixed on the improved scales of pay is the pay actually drawn by the Railway servant and the pay together with dearness allowance admissible thereon at the time of retirement constitute emoluments for the purpose of calculation of ?DCRG and leave encashment.  In view of this, DCRG and leave encashment calculated otherwise than on the basis of these clarifications would required to be re-calculated accordingly.

3. Where, on re-computation of DCRG and leave encashment on the basis of the above clarification, any amount of over-payment becoming recoverable, the same may be adjusted against the payments, if any, due to the retired Railway servants. On the other hand, if no payment is due to the retired Railway servants, but the over payments already made on account of DCRG and leave encashment is recoverable, the concerned retired railway servants may be instructed, in writing, to retired the excess amount due to Railways within a period of 15 days from the date of receipt of communication and if the instructions are not complied with by them, the amount due to the Railways may be recovered in one or more instalments from the dearness relief admissible on pension without any further notice.

The undersigned is directed to refer to this Deptt's O.M.of even No.dated 10th Feb.1998 as amended from time to time and the clarificatory O.M. dated 19th March,88 on the above subject and to say that a number of representations regarding treatment of stagnation increment/special pay/deputation pay etc.  while notionally fixing the pay on 1.1.86 for calculation of pension in terms of orders cited above were received from various Ministries/Departments. Of Govt. of India as also of Individual pensioners  and Pensioners associations. The matter has been reconsidered in consultation with Ministry of Finance, Deptt. of Expenditure which has notified the CCS(RP)Rules,1986. In supersessin of this Deptt's O.M dt. 19th March,99 the following clarifications are issued.

	POINTS RAISED
	CLARIFICATION

	1.Stagnation increment whether stagnation increment is to be taken into account while fixing pay of retired Govt. servants on notional basis.
	In so far as employees who retired prior to 1.1.86, their pension is required to be updated by fixing their pay as on 1.1.86 by adopting the same formula as for serving employees and as per the CCS (RP)/Rules. Stagnatino increment if any earned by pre-86 retirees should be taken into account for the purpose of notional fixation. Such of those pre-86 retireeswho retired after having drawn pay at the minimum of the scale as per IIIrd CPC for a year or more will be entitled to an additional increment as per Ivth CPC scales as on 1.1.1986 (Proviso 3 of rule 8 ibid). Similarly for those who have received an adhoc increment on their stagnation at the maximum for two years or more at the time of their retirement will also be entitled for an additional increment as on 1.1.1986 (Proviso 4) . This in effect will mean that pre-86 retirees will be treated as if they were in service on 1.1.86 for the purpose of notional fixation of pay so as to ensure complete parity.  

	2. Treatment of special pay
	The element of special pay will only be taken into account for notional fixation as on 1.1.1986 in those cases where the Ivth CPC has recommended the replacement of the applicable pre-revised scale with special pay by a revised scale without special pay . Since special pay ceased to be reckoned for the purpose of pensionary benefits after 1.1.86, this element was to be excluded for the purpose thereafter and as such should not be included for updating the pension of pre-86 retirees.

	3. Anomaly in calculation of pension of those who retired between 1.1.86 to 30.9.86
	In view of the notional fixation of pay as on 1.1.86, consolidation thereafter of the basic pension and stepping up this pension to wherever it is less than 50% of the minimum of the revised scale of pay of pay to 50% of the minimum of the revised scale on 1.1.96, no changes in pension formula are being proposed in respect of calculation of pension of Govt. servants who retired between Jan. and  Sept. 1986.


2.
All the Ministries/Deptts. Of Govt. of India are advised to take note of the above clarifications and suo-moto revise the pension of the affected persons without waiting for any applications from the pre-1986 pensioners/family pensioners . They are also advised to dispose off the representations received by them  from pensioners on the above issues without making any reference to this Deptt.

Engagement of Substitutes on Railways – need for exercising control – guidelines regarding.

…


The Railway Board have issued detailed instructions on the subject of engagement of Substitutes from time to time. Consolidated instructions were reiterated to the Railways vide Board’s letter No.E(NG)II/90/SB/10/Master Circular dated 29.1.1991 ( i.e. Master Circular No.20/1991), as modified vide letter of even number dated 4.11.1992.

2. ‘Substitutes’ refer to persons engaged in Railway Establishments against posts falling vacant because of absence on leave or otherwise of Railway servants which cannot be kept vacant

3. Ordinarily, occasions should not arise for engagement of substitutes, as adequate leave reserves have been provided in practically all categories of Railway servants. Situations  may, however, arise at times, when owing to abnormally high rate of absenteeism, the leave reserve posts become inadequate or ineffective due to heavy sickness etc. or where it is not possible to provide leave reserve, like at a way side station. In such situations, it may temporarily become necessary to engage substitutes for short duration, as Railway service may otherwise get adversely affected.

4. Instructions have been issued by the Ministry of Railways from to time that the occasion to engage substitutes should be few and far between.

5.
In the year 1992, the matter was further reviewed and a need was felt to have a strict control on engagement of substitutes and therefore, instructions were issued bide letter No.E(NG)II/90/SB/10/MC dated 4.11.1992 which stipulate as under:-

i) Any new face substitute should be appointed only with the prior personal approval of the General Manager, even where such practice is not already in vogue,

ii) Strict control should be exercised on the number of substitutes engaged and a serious attempt should be made to bring down their numbers drastically.

iii) Strict control on maintenance of leave records and absenteeism should be enforced.

5.1
However, General Managers do not have unfettered discretion to engage Substitutes . the discretion to engage Substitutes may be exercised with caution only in the following circumstances;

i) To fill regular vacancies of unskilled and other categories of Group ‘D’ staff requiring replacement, for which arrangements cannot be made from within the existing leave reserve posts.

ii) To fill  a chain vacancy in the lower category of Group ‘D’ staff, arising because of the incumbent in a higher Group ‘d’ category being on leave, where it is not possible to fill the post from within the existing leave reserve and where otherwise Railway services shall get affected.

iii) For engaging substitute School Teachers on adhoc basis on the Railways for short periods. Adequate panel has to be maintained to fill regular vacancies of teachers and adequate waiting list for appointing substitute teachers therefrom, so that the tail end of the panel can be treated as a waiting list for the purpose. Therefore, there should be not separate panel ( waiting list) for substitute teachers . In cases where due to any compelling reasons a waiting list is not available or the wait listed candidate is not forthcoming and the post cannot be left unfilled till a regular incumbent is available, the post may be temporarily manned by recruiting a substitute , who should be selected through a procedure of calling for applications locally and making a selection from out of these applications. Such an arrangement should not be extended beyond six months within which time a regular panel for appointing teachers on regular basis should be formed.

iv) To fill vacancies arising on account of the Railway Territorial Army Unit personnel being called up by the Army for training or for military duty in emergency of 30 days duration or more.

v) Against vacancies in any other circumstances, as specified by the Ministry of Railways from time to time.

6.
It needs to be emphasised that engagement of substitutes, if at all required, may be made only by way of exception and that too purely on functional considerations. It must be clearly understood that there is a need to ensure that all such engagements are linked to the posts which cannot be kept vacant until persons become available.

In terms of Rule 3(xiv) of Schedule-II (Pass on Privilege Account) of Railway servants (Pass) Rules, 1986 (1993 edition), when an employee has availed all the Passes due to him/her in a calendar year, one set of pass/PTO in the last month of the current year may be issued to him/her for journeys commencing in the next year only and the pass may be debited to the next year’s pass account of the railway servant.

3. It has been represented by the Staff side that the provision worked well till the advance reservation period was 30 days but since the advance reservation period has now been made 60 days instead of 30 days, the pass/PTO may be issued 60 days in advance, instead of one month, so that reservations could be arranged 60 days in advance of the intended date of journey. The matter has been considered by the Board and it has been decided that Rule 3(xiv) of Schedule-II (Pass on Privilege Account) of Railway Servants (Pass) Rules,1986 (1993 edition) be amended as in the enclosed ACS No.31.

Clarification has been sought by some of the Zonal Railways in regard to revision of pension in old cases where records are not at all available either with the individual concerned or personnel/accounts departments for verifying the last pay drawn, pay scale held at the time of retirement and the qualifying service required for revision of pension especially in the case of pre-1986 retirees. It is clarified in this context that in all such cases where inspite of best efforts, it is not possible to revise the pay on notional basis due to non-availability of service records, pension consolidated as on 1.1.1996 in terms of DOP & PW’s OM No. 27.10.97 circulated vide Board’s letter NO. F(E)III/97/PN1/23 dated 7.11.97 may be treated as final. However, in all such cases, family pension as on 1.1.1996 will have to be revised to 30% of the minimum pay in the V CPC scales of pay introduced w.e.f. 1.1.1996 corresponding to the scale of pay last held by the retired/deceased Railway servant as stipulated in instructions issued by DOP &PW vide their O.M.dt.27.7.99 and circulated on the Railways vide Board’s letter No.F(E)/III/98/PN1/29 dated 15.10.99.

2.
Subsequently, however, if the records are traced out, the pension in respect of such pre-1986 retirees may be calculated on the basis of DOP&PWs OM dt. 10.2.98 circulated vide Board’s letter No.F(E)III/98/PN1/2 dated 10.3.98 and para 4.1 of Board’s letter No.F(E)III/98/PN1/1 dt. 15.1.99 and the final pension sanctioned may be issued. In case the amount of final pension happens to be less than the pension consolidated in terms of DOP&PW’s OM dt. 27.10.97, it should be revised to the disadvantage of the pensioner as reiterated in DOP&PW’s OM No.45/86/97-P&PW(A) Part-III dt. 24.7.98 circulated vide Board’s letter No.F(E)/III/98/PN1/2 dt. 2.9.98.

The Ministry of Railways had decided vide Board’s letter referred to above, that General Managers ( and equivalent officers)in grade Rs.24050-26000 and Additional General Managers in the Railways should be provided Stenographic assistance in the Grade ofRs.8000-13500 by providing one post each in this grade. It was also decided that all HAG Officers (22400-24500), co-ordinating HODs(Rs.18400-22400) and DRMs ( Rs.18400-22400) should be provided with one stenographer each in grade Rs.7500-12000.

2.
The Board has decided that the above mentioned Group ‘B’ posts in grade Rs.8000-13500 and in grade Rs.7500-12000 may be filled up in the following manner.


(i) The posts in grade Rs.7500-12000 may be filled by promotion through selection from  amongst the Stenographers with minimum three years non-fortuitous service in the grade of Rs. 5000-8000 and above grades. The selection shall comprise of written test including stenographic ability, interview and assessment of record of service as in the case of normal Group ‘B’ selection. The DPC for selection may consist of 3 HODs including the CPO. The panel will be approved by General Manager.


(ii) The posts in grade Rs.8000-13500 may be treated as ex-cadre posts and may be filled by selection from amongst the Stenographers who volunteer for the post and are in grade Rs.7500-12000 jwith minimum one year of non-fortuitous service in thegrade. Suitability will be assessed through personal interview and assessment of record of service only, by General Manager or Additional General Manager as the case may be. Those found suitable will be appointed to grade Rs.8000-13500 with the approval of General Manager.

3.
Stenographers are eligible to appear in the usual selection for promotion as Assistant Personnel Officer in Group 'A'in accordance with the provisions of the Recruitment Rules for APOs. Those who are promoted as APO accordingly have further channel ofpromotion to Group 'A’ Service through induction to Junior Scale of IRPS. Since a separate gazetted cadre and new avenue of promotion are being provided to Stenographers now, the Board have also decided that Stenographers should exercise an option, within one month of their empanelment as either Stenographer in grade Rs.7500-12000 or as APO to remain the panel. The option once exercised shall be final. His further progression to Group ‘A’ /IRPS will be allowed only if he opts for empanelment as APO.

4. The promotion to grade Rs.7500-12000 of Stenographers shall be adhoc in nature till such time the Recruitment Rules for these posts are notified in consultation with UPSC.

In pursuance to implementation of recommendations of the V Central Pay Commission, contained in Para 83.230 of their report, instructions were issued vide Board’s letter of even number dated 15.9.2000 regarding the level of Stenographic Assistance to officers in Senior Administrative Grade ( SAG) and above in the Zonal Railways.

2.References have been received from a few Railways/Production Units seeking clarifications on the some issues. The points of doubt raised by the Railways/Pus and the clarification thereto are given below:

	(i) Whether the instructions contained in Board’s letter dated 15.9.2000 are applicable to Production Units also

(ii) Whether the scale Rs.7500-12000 will be in the Group ‘B’ Gazetted at par with other posts in the grade.

(iv) Newly created divisions have OSDs ( Grade Rs.18400-22400) instead of DRMs. Whether OSDs are entitled to Stenographic Assistance in the Gr. Rs.7500-12000.

(v) Clarification regarding the expression “ Coordinating HODs”. In the Mechanical Department of one  of the Production Units, there are three SAG officers and seniormost among them is acting as a ‘Coordinating HODs. In other departments like Personnel , Accounts and Stores only one SAG Officer is heading the department. Since these SAG officers are holding independent charge of the departments without any assistance of the other SAG officers, whether they can be equated to coordinating HODs for providing stenographic assistance in the scale Rs.7500-12000.

(vi) What will be the stenographic assistance applicable to OSDs in newly created Zones?

(vii) Since issue of instructions regarding recruitment rules and other conditions for promotion to the upgraded posts will take some more time, whether it is permissible to fill up the posts on adhoc basis in order to extend the benefits to the staff presently working with the officers for whom higher grade stenographic assistance is permitted.

iv) In the newly created divisions OSDs in the grade Rs.18400-22400 may be provided with Stenographic Assistance in the grade Rs.7500-12000.

v) The intention behind providing higher level stenographic assistance to coordinating HODs was to recognise the effort involved in coordinating work of several SAG officers in the working of large departments in the Railways. If there are two or more SAG Officers in a department in any Zonal Railway/ Production Units without specific nomination of 'Coordinating HOD' and each one of them is  independently putting up papers to the higher authority, stenographic assistance in grade Rs.6500-10500 shall be made available to him, as is admissible to any other SAG officer. Similarly, if there is only one SAG officer in a department in a Railway/Production Unit, the stenographic assistance will be at the level Rs.6500-10500.              

(vi)OSDs of the new Zones in the grades of Rs.22400-24500  and Rs.18400-22400 shall be provided with stenographic assistance in Grade Rs.8000-13500 and Rs.7500-12000 respectively.

Board desire that Controlling Officers should ensure that the employees in receipt of Washing Allowance turn up in proper uniform while on duty. In terms of Board’s letter No.E(GP)87/2/123 dated 20.4.89, the marks for the Confidential  Reports for 1987-88 and later years should be assigned on the basis of weighted average of the five attributes against which gradings are provided in Section II of the CRs to arrive at overall rating and points for each CR computed on that basis. It has also been stipulated therein that instructions contained on para 4 of Board’s letter No.E(GP)/87/2/123 dated 19.9.88 should be kept in view while allotting the marks. It has come to the notice of the Board that uniform practice is not being followed on the zonal railways and production  units in allotting the marks as per these instructions.

4. The matter has been considered by the Board and it has been decided that the marks for “Record of Service” should be allotted as detailed below:-

(a) Marks corresponding to the grading for the five attributes of Section II of each year’s CR should be added up and then the average over five years calculated.

(b) Marks corresponding to overall grading of each year’s CR should be allotted and while doing so provisions of Para –4 of Board’s letter No.E(GP)87/2/123 dated 19.9.98 should be kept in view. Marks for overall grading for five years   should be added up.

(b) Average of (a) and (b) above should be taken as the marks for “ Record of Service”.

The word “Weighted” may be taken as deleted from para 2 of Board’s letter No.E(GP)87/2/123 dated 20.4.1989.

4.
The requirement of a minimum 15 marks out of 25 marks in ‘Record of Service” shall remain unchanged and no rounding off in the calculated marks for “Record of Service” shall be done.

5.
The procedure indicated in para 2 above may be followed uniformly in respect of all Selections and LDCE ( wherever applicable) where the assessment of record of service is yet to be done on the date of issue of these instructions ( in-case of on going selection/LDCE) and in all future selections/LDCE.

The confidential reports for 1987-88 and later years have to be filled in the revised proforma. ( There is no column for ‘fitness for promotion ‘ in the revised proforma). The marks for these reports can be assigned on the basis of weighted average of the five attributes against which gradings are provided in Section-II of the CRs to arrive at overall rating and points computed on that basis.

The Board have issued instructions from time to time bearing on the procedure to be followed in regard to Class-II selections on Railways. They have recently had under consideration the question of amplifying these instructions so as to ensure that there are no material variations in the practices followed on various Railways in awarding marks for Records of Service. They have, accordingly, decided that the under mentioned procedure should be followed.

2.Assessment:

i) Assessment should be based on confidential reports for the last five years.

ii) Marks should be given as under for maximum of 25 marks covering five CRs.

Outstanding = 5 marks ; Very good =4 marks ; Good = 3 marks ;

Good/Not fit = 2.5 marks;Average =2 marks; Below Average=1 mark

Note:-

i) The classification ‘NOT FIT/NOT YET FIT’  in the last 3 CRs will earn 2.5 points but in the first two CRs such classification will earn 3 points.

ii)
The above criteria/procedure for awarding marks is applicable to the selections against 75% of the vacancies. For LDCE the marks will be doubled.

4. In order to be classified as ‘FIT FOR PROMOTION’ an employee must get a minimum of 15 marks from the last 5 CRs and should have been rated as ‘FIT FOR PROMOTION’ in the last CR.  Also ‘Average’  or ‘Not fit’ rating in the last CR should be treated as ‘Grey area’ irrespective of the points obtained.

5. It has also been decided that the marks should not be allotted just based on the final gradings given but the whole  CRs should be read by Committee  and the gradings arrived at for giving the marks.

Subsequent to the introduction of the scheme for payment of ex-gratia to the surviving SRPF(C) optees, who retired on superannuation during the period from 1.4.1957 to 31.12.1985, vide Board’s letter No.F(E)/III/97/PN1/Ex.Gr/5 dated 27.1.1998, representations have been received from such of the ex-gratia beneficiaries for authorisation in the ex-gratia payment order itself for release of ex-gratia  to the widow/widower in the event of death of the retiree. The matter has been examined in consultation with the Department of Pension & Pensioners’ Welfare and it has been decided to authorise ex-gratia disbursing authorities to release ex-gratia to the widow/widower on the death of the retiree in the same manner as family pension is released on the death of the pensioner,, without requiring the widow/widower to apply a fresh in terms of DOP/PW’s OM No.4/1/87-P&PW(PIC) dt. 13.6.1988 circulated vide Board’s letter No.PC-IV/87/Imp/1 dated 30.6.88. The modalities for implementing this decision are discussed in the following paragraphs.

The living SRPF(C) retirees, both pre and post 1.4.57 retirees, in receipt of ex-gratia, who have a spouse and /or dependent children living may apply to the ex-gratia sanctioning authority on a plain sheet of paper giving details of wife/husband and dependent children, if any, viz. Names, relationship with the applicant and date of birth in Christian era, which should be accompanied by the following documents.

i) Three specimen signatures in three separate sheets duly attested

ii) Three copies of passport size joint photograph of the retiree with wife/husband duly attested. Where it is not possible to submit joint photograph separate photograph of the wife/husband, duly attested, may be submitted.

iii) Descriptive role of the wife/husband duly attested, indicating (a) height and (b) atleast two personal marks, including moles on the head, face etc.

iv) Certificate of age of the wife/husband  and dependent children, duly attested.

3.
On receipt of the application, the ex-gratia sanctioning authority shall take necessary action to issue revised ex-gratia payment order authorising release of ex-gratia to the wife/husband, on the death of the reitree, at the rate of Rs.605/- p.m and dearness relief thereon as admissible, on production of death certificate and a certificate to the effect that the widow/widower has not re-married. The revised ex-gratia payment order shall also contain the names of dependent childre, who are eligible for grant of ex-gratia on the death of the widow/widower. The payment of ex-gratia to the dependent  children as and when their turn comes, shall be authorised separately by the same authority which sanctioned the original ex-gratia, on receipt of application from the dependent children.

4. The living SRPF(C) optees, who are eligible for grant of ex-gratia in terms of Board’s letter dated 27.1.1998 referred to para-1 above and are yet to apply for the same may be directed to submit their application in the revised application form, a specimen of which is enclosed.

5. These orders may be brought to the notice of all concerned SRPF(C) retirees.

Sub: Recovery of pecuniary loss from an employee caused by him to the Government or Railway Administration – Clarification regarding.

The undersigned is directed to say that references are being received in this Department seeking clarification whether the instructions contained in DGP&T letter No.3/313/70-Disc-I dated 17.8.1971 are applicable to Government servants serving in other Ministries /Departments also.

2.
The DGP&T’s instructions mentioned above provide that recovery from the pay of a Government servant as a punishment for any pecuniary loss caused by him to the government by negligence or breach of orders, should not exceed 1/3 of his basic pay ( i.e. excluding dearness pay or any other allowances) and should not be spread over a period of more than three years. However, no such limits have been prescribed in the statutory rules i.e in Rule 11 (iii) of the CCA(CCA)Rues,1965.

3.
The matter has been examined in consultation with the Ministry of Law. It was observed that the DGP&T instructions prescribed  the procedure to effect the recovery of the amount levied as penalty in terms of Rule 11(iii) of the CCS(CCA)Rules, 1965 and these procedural instructions cannot amend, supercede, or modify the substantive provisions of Rule 11(iii) of the CCS(CCA)Rules, 1965. While it is expected that in imposing the penalty of recovery of pecuniary loss the disciplinary authority should not display such severity that Government servant suffers hardship disproportionate to his negligence/misconduct that led to the loss,  it is not necessary to fix a rigid limit for the purpose of such recovery.. The DGP&T instructions would, therefore, be treated as unwarranted. Therefore, the implication of this OM is to recover the entire loss from the delinquent official but the recovery may be spread over till entire loss is recovered.

Clarifications are being sought by various quarters regarding implementation of the order dt. 15.10.1999 passed by CAT/Mumbai full Bench in O.A.No.459/97 and 460/97, while deciding cases of revision of pensionary benefits of pensioners who superannuated on 31.3.1995. It is clarified that the above mentioned order dt. 15.10.99 of CAT/Mumbai has been challenged in the High Court of Mumbai at Nagpur, by filing Writ Petition Nos. 138/2000 and 516/2000 by the Department of Posts. The Writ Petitions have been admitted by the High Court and stay granted on 18.4.2000 on the effects and operation of this impugned order till outcome of the present Writ Petition. As such the order of CAT/Mumbai in O.A.459/97 and O.A.460/97 stands stayed on date and the matter is subjudice. No action should be taken on any representation seeking revision of pension on the basis of CAT/Mumbai's judgment without any specific orders  of Railway Board.

The Board have considered the matter and decided that while the existing qualification of 10+2 with Science and Maths may continue, for appearing in the LDCE for promotion to the post of Supervisor (P.Way) in scale Rs.1400-2300 (RSP)/4500-7000(RSRP) againt 25% quota of the vacancies, shortfall, if any, against the quota may be made good from amongst Gangmen, keyman/Mates having the qualification of Matriculation/HSLC with three years regular service. The Ministry of  Railways  had issued orders vide letter of even number dated 17.3.1998 to implement the Award of Board of Arbitration regarding grant of Special Pay @ Rs.30/- p.m. to Group ‘D’ employees in the Fourth Pay Commission scale of Rs.750-940, as indicated against each Railway Unit in Annexure appended with it, who were exclusively assigned the job of operating photostat machine pursuant to the Award of board of Arbitration under the scheme of Joint Consultative Machinery and Compulsory Arbitration ( C.A. Reference No.3 of 1991) w.e.f. 28.4.1990 or from the date of engagement.

3.
While disposing O.A.No.740/1997 in case of Shri Bhajan Lal, Peon working in Northern Railway Headquarters , the Hon’ble CAT/New Delhi in their Judgment dated 28.6.1999 had awarded the benefit of special pay for a limited period i.e. from 14.12.1992 to 28.6.1999 which was based on the submission of the Railway before the Hon’ble Court that the services of Shri Bhajan Lal, Peon were no longer being used for Photo Copying work and had restricted the payment of special pay for the period Shri Bhajan Lal was exclusively utilised for the photo copying job. Hence, there remains very limited scope and justification for engaging an employee exclusively for operating the photostat machine indefinitely.

The Board have accordingly decided that the existing practice/arrangement of exclusively assigning Group ‘D’ staff in scale of pay Rs.750-940 for the job of operating photostat machine may be discontinued with immediate effect and payment of special pay/special allowance may be stopped forthwith. As you are aware, on setting up of new zones, officers/ staff posted there, were permitted to retain railway accommodation at the previous place of posting for a period of one year in terms of Board’s letter No.E(G)96 QR1/39 dated 6.1.97. Subsequently , the period of retention was extended twice for a period of one year each time. The last extension granted vide board’s letter of even number dated 19.2.99 expired on 31.12.99.


The issue of extending  the period of retention of railway quarter in favour of officers/staff posted to new zones in view of administrative exigencies , has been considered byRailway Board in their meeting held on 24th January,2001, when in continuation of Board’s letter of even number dated 19.2.99, in exercise of the powers contained in their order No.E(G)99 QR1/16 Pt.III dt. 18.7.2000, they decided that:

i) The officers/staff who are still in occupation of railway quarters at their previous place of posting may be allowed to retain the quarters upto 31.3.2001 on payment of normal rent on the same terms and conditions as contained in Board’s letter No.E(G)96 QR1/39 dated 6.1.97. The cases of officers and staff who have already vacated the quarters after 31.12.99 ( upto which Board had earlier given the permission for retention at the previous place of posting) may also be regularised on payment of normal rent.

ii) Simultaneously, the officers and staff who are still retaining quarters at the previous place of posting should be directed to immediately apply/register for allotment of railway quarters at their place of posting. Officers/staff posted at new Zones will have joint priority with other Officers of that station e.g. Divisions/Construction Organisations/RE etc. SAG Officers posted to new Zones will have overriding priority for allotment of type-V quarter in case there are not quarters in Sag pool at their station of posting.

iii) For the purpose of  allotment of railway quarter, as per (ii) above, the priority/seniority of officers and staff will be reckoned from the date of joining at the place of posting in the new zone.

iv) The offices/staff who may  in future be transferred and posted to the new zones will not be entitled to the benefit of retention of quarter as enumerated in para (I) (ii) and (iii) above and will be governed by normal instructions of retention of quarters in the case of transfer.

Sanction of the President is hereby conveyed for continued grant of Tribal Area Allowance to the Railway employees posted in the Tribal Areas of Madhya Pradesh listed in the Annexure to this letter for the period beyond 28.2.2001 or till withdrawal  of the allowance by the State Government of Madhya Pradesh in respect of their employees, whichever is earlier.  The other conditions for grant of this allowance laid down in Board's letter No.PC-IV/87/Imp/AL-1 dt.30.7.87 and F(E)/89/AL:-4/2 dt.24.6.91 shall continue to be applicable while regulating grant of Tribal Area Allowance under these orders.

An imperative and urgent need for allowing officers and staff  posted on the Tamluk –Digha New Rail link project to retain Railway quarter at their respective previous place of posting has been under consideration of the Ministry of Railways (Railway Board).


In view of the difficult terrain comprising of marine clay and tight target of completion, officers and staff are required to devote their total attention to the activities connected with the Project rather than get distracted in search /allotment of residential quarters, seeking school admissions for their children and other ancillary activities. Suitable accommodation is hardly available along the route of the line for officers and staff to be posted.


Having regard to the above pressing circumstances, the Ministry of Railways in exercise of the powers contained in their order No.E(G)99QR1-16 Pt.III dated 18.7.2000 have decided in public interest to relax the existing provisions regarding allotment/retention of Railway accommodation and charging of rent therefor in respect of Officers and staff posted to Tamluk-Digha Project by allowing them retention of Railway Quarters already allotted to them at their respective previous place of posting on normal rent. This special relaxation will, however, remain valid only upto June 2001.


This has the sanction of the Board and issues with the concurrence of the Finance Directorate of the Ministry of Railways.

1. (1) The rules may be called Railway Services (Revised Pay) Amendment Rules, 2001

(2)They shall be deemed to have come into force on the first day of January,2001.

2. Note 5: in the first schedule to the Railway Services (Revised PayRules 1997 may be read as under)

(i) In the case of Group ‘B’ Accounts Officers, the revised scale S-14 ( Rs.7500-12000) will be operated to the extent of 20% of the total numb er of Group ‘B’ Accounts Officers on roll, including the Group ‘B’ Accounts Officers already officiating in Senior Scale Rs.10000-15200 on adhoc basis, as on 1.1.96. The revised scale S-15 ( Rs.8000-13500) will be operated  to the extent of 80%  of the Group ‘B’ Accounts Officers on roll, as on 1.1.96, including the Group ‘B’ Accounts Officers officiating in Senior Scale on adhoc basis. The posts in the grade Rs.8000-135000will be filled from amongst Group ‘B’ Accounts officers in the grade Rs.7500-12000 with a minimum of three years of regular service in Group ‘B’ as on 1.1.1996. for this purpose, the Group ‘B’ Accounts  Officers officiating in senior scale on adhoc basis will also be notionally placed in the grade Rs. 8000-13500 while continuing to officiate in Senior Scale.

(ii) For subsequent years, the number of posts to be operated in the revised scale S-15 ( Rs.8000-13500) will be determined in reference to the number of Group’B’ Officers on roll, including the Group ‘B’ Accounts Officers officiating in Senior scale on adhoc basis,as on First day of January of each such year and the posts shall be filled from amongst Group ‘B’ Accounts Officers, in the grade Rs.7500-12000 including those oficiating in Senior scale on adhoc basis, with a minimum of three years regular service in Group ‘B’ as on First day of January of each such subsequent year, as in para a(I) above.

EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM


The Railway Services (Revised Pay) Amendment Rules, 2001 have been made to implement the recommendations made by the FifthCentral Pay commission with respect of pay scales of Group ‘B’ Service/Posts. They are being given retrospective effect from 1st January, 1996. iii) 25% by promotion by selection from amongst Switchmen failing which by

           The review of mode of filling up of posts in the category of ASM in Grade Rs.4500-7000 has been under consideration of the Ministry of Railways for some time keeping in view the difficulty experienced by the Railways in filling up the promotion quota posts for want of suitable staff in the existing eligible feeder categories, inter-alia, on account of progressive dwindling of the cadre of Traffic Signallers, interim report of the Railway Safety Review Committee and the Committee appointed by the Board for reviewing the recruitment and career development policies of the staff of Operating Department. The matter has been considered in the light of the above.  The views of the recognised Federations have also been ascertained and taken into account. It has been decided that henceforth, the posts of ASMs in Grade Rs.4500-7000 should be filled as under:-

(i) 60% by direct recruitment from amongst persons having the qualification of Graduation, through RRBs as per the existing procedure;

(ii) 15% by Limited Departmental Competitive Examination (LDCE) from amongst Group'C' & 'D" staff of Operating and Commercial Departments in grades below the grade Rs.4500-7000 with an upper age limit of 45 years (50 years in the case of SC/ST) and qualification  of Graduation subject to the condition that Group'D' staff have rendered a minimum of 5 years regular Railway service; shortfall, if any, against the quota being made good by direct recruitment; and

(iii) 25% by general selection from amongst employees possessing the qualification of matriculation and working as Shunting Jamadars, Shunting Masters, Cabinmen Grade-I, Switchmen, Sr.Signallers and Sr.TNCs in grade Rs.4500-7000 with an upper age limit of 45 years (50 years in the case of SC/ST), shortfall, if any, against the quota being made good by LDCE at (ii) above.

The President is now pleased to decide that the rte of increment(s) prior to 1.1.96 in terms of provisions contained in the letter dated 27.10.89 referred to above, will be an amount equivalent to the lowest rate of increment in the revised scale corresponding to the pre-revised pay scale of Rs.1200-2040. It should be ensured that such employees have not already been given benefit of counting the advance increments towards pay fixation in terms of Rule 7(1)(B) of RSRP Rules, 1997.

5. The increment(s) granted on or after 1.1.96 in the revised scales will henceforth be termed as special allowances and will not count as pay for alloweances  and as emoluments for pension/gratuity.

These orders take effect from the date on which an employee draws pay in the revised scale of pay under the RSRP Rules, 1997.

The RPF/RPSF constables who had been in the IV CPC scale of Rs.825-15-900-EB-20-1200 + two advance increments had been granted the scale of Rs.2750-70-3800-75-440-0 + two advance increments w.e.f.1.1.96 vide Railway Board's letter PC-V/97/I/RSRP/1 dated 16.10.97. The matter regarding treatment of the advance increments has been under examination in Board's office in consultation with Department of Personnel & Training.

2. It has now been decided that on electing to come over to revised scales the pay of the constables in RPF/RPSF be fixed with reference to the pay in the pre-revised scale ( reckoned in the manner indicated in para 2.1 below) and then two advance increments granted again in the revised scale.

2.1 In the case of those constables who had received upto two advance increments at the time of fixation in IV CPC scales, their pay should be fixed with reference to the pay in the pre-revised scale, excluding the quantum of advance increments enjoyed by them as on 1.1.96. For others , who did not received the benefit of advance increments, no such adjustment in the pay in pre-revised scale would be necessary.

3.
After the pay is fixed in the revised scale ( V CPC) , two advance increments could be granted in the revised scale. The benefit of two advance increments would be granted during the period between 1.1.96 to 9.10.97. Thereafter, the pay scale of Constables in RPF/RPSF would be fixed in the scale of Rs.3050-75-3950-80-4590 as allotted vide Railway Board's order dated 4.12.97.

In terms of the instructions contained in Board's letter No.E(NG)Ii/98/CL/32 dated 09.10.98, the ex/casual labour borne on live casual labour registers, will first be considered for absorption on the Railways strictly as per their turn according to seniority based on the total number of days put in by them as Casual Labour.  Thereafter, the ex-casual labour borns on supplementary live casual labour register will be considered in accordance with the number of days put in by them prior to 1.1.81, those falling in this category being placed enbloc below by ex-casual labour who may have rendered service on reengagement after 1.1.81 and his name is, therefore, borns on live Casual Labour Register.

In terms of the instructions contained in Board's letter No.E(NG)Ii-98/RR-1/107 dated 4.12.98, minimum educational qualification for direct recruitment to Group :D: posts in scale Rs.2610-3500 has been laid down as Class VIII passed.  Further , in terms of Ministry of Railway's letter No.E(NG)Ii/91CL/71 dated 25.7.91, age relaxation to the extent of service put in as casual labour/substitute, subject to the upper age limit of 40 years in the case of general candidates and 45 years in the case of SC/ST candidates not being exceeded, may also be granted in the case of casual labour/substitutes for recruitment against Group "C" and "D" posts.  The OBC candidates will also get age relaxation, upto the upper age limit of 43 years, as has been granted to the serving OBC Railway employees vide Board's letter No.E(NG)I-95/PMI/1 dated 1.6.99.


Both the Federations have been requesting for relaxation of the minimum educational qualification and age in the case of ex-casual labour borns on the Live/Supplementary Live Casual labour Registers, while considering them for absorption against Group "D" vacancies.


After considering the views of both the recognized Federations, the Board have now decided that, for filling up 60% of the open market recruitment vacancies for each recruitment in the category of Gangman, scale Rs.2610-3500, in the Civil Engineering Department, the minimum educational qualification of Class VIII passed need not be insisted upon while considering the ex-casual labour borne on live/supplementary live casual labour registers.  The remaining 40% of open market recruitment vacancies in the category of gangmen in Civil Engineering Department will be filled in through direct recruitment from open market, in which ex-casual labour, who are lower in the seniority position (based on the total number of days of casual service put in) in the live/supplementary live registers, but possess minimum qualification of Class VIII pass can also apply.  For all the other departments, only those ex-casual labour borne on live/supplementary live casual labour registers, who fulfill the minimum educational qualification of Class VIII pass would be considered for direct appointment against Group "D": vacancies .Board's approval will however, be continued to be required for resorting to direct recruitment for filling up all Group "D" vacancies on Railways, either by absorption of ex-casual labour borne on live/supplementary live Casual Labour registers or by doing fresh recruitment from open market.  This is in line with the existing practice of taking Board's approval for such open market recruitment for filling up vacancies in Group "D" in  accordance with the instructions contained in Board's letter No.E(NG)Ii/91/RR-1/21 dated 16.09.91, wherein all Group "D" recruitment on the Railways, from open market, had been stopped..
As far as age limit is concerned, it has been decided that the instructions contained in Board's letter No.E(NG)Ii/91/CL/71 dated 25.7.91 would continue to be applicable as before in the case of general, SC and ST candidates.  In the case of OBC candidates however, the age relaxation to ex-casual labour will be available upto the upper age limit of 43 years.

Under the extant rules, as modified from time to time, last being under Board’s letter mentioned above, the maximum limit that has been prescribed for grant of computer advance is Rs.80,000 on the first occasion and Rs.75,000 on the second and subsequent occasions.

Appointment of Board of Inquiry in disciplinary proceedings.


As per Rule 9(2) of Railway Servants ( D&A) Rules,1968, Board of Inquiry can be appointed by the Disciplinary Authority to inquire into the charges against a Railway Servant. Rule 9(3) of the said Rules further provides that where a Board of Inquiry is appointed, it shall consist of not less than two members, each of whom shall be higher in rank than the Railway Servant against whom the inquiry is being held and none of whom shall be subordinate to the other member(s) of the Board.

4. While examining whether the Commissioners of Departmental Inquiries/Central Vigilance Commission, who are generally appointed as Inquiry Officers by the CVC in cases where CVC is consulted, can act as Inquiry Officers even if they are lower in rank  to the charges official, the provisions, contained in Rule 9(3), referred to in para 1 above, also came up for a comparative examination.

5. It is clarified that the appointment  of a Board of Inquiry and that of a CDI/CVC as InquiryOfficer are on different footings altogether. It has already been clarified under Board's letter of even number dated 20.2.2001 (RBE No.36/2001) that the status of a CDI of the CVC vis-à-vis the charged official is immaterial, since he belongs to an independent organisation outside the department of charged official. As regards the Board of inquiry , which is generally appointed in complicated cases involving technical aspects relating to more than one department, as in the case of railway accidents etc., the members of Board are Railway employees and hence as per the provision of Rule 9(3) , the members should be higher in rank than the charged official.

It has been decided by the Board that Station Managers/Station Superintendents will be responsible for cleanliness/sanitation of platforms, circulating  areas . retiring rooms, waiting rooms and other passenger interface areas. The supervisors of the Engineering, Electrical and Medical Departments for all ‘A’ Class Stations shall be under the administrative control of the station in-charge i.e., Station Manager/Station Superintendent. While posting the supervisors at the ‘A’ Class statons, care should be taken to see that these superviors when posted for station maintenance are not in the grade higher than that of the Station Managers/Station Superintendents. The Technical control of the Supervisors shall remain with the respective Departments but the Annual Confidential Reports ( ACRs) should be countersigned by the Station Manager/Station Superintendent in respect of their duties and functions with regard to maintenance and upkeep of premises at that station.

The Zonal Railways/Production units etc. are aware that construction of 219 kms Railway line from Udhampur to baramulla via Srinagar has been taken up as a national project to be founded by Government  of India outside the Railways's plan.  To achieve speedy completion of the project, it has been decided to complete  the Qazigund-Baramulla section thereof by March, 2002.  The project alignment fromQazigund to Baramulla falls in an area disturbed by militant activities.  The consequent risk perception and difficult working conditions are a strong disincentive for Railway officers and staff tocome forward to work in the area.



The above facts were considered in depth by the Railway board in their meeting held on 2.12.1999, and thereafter on 27.7.2000 and 3.1.2001 when they finally decided that Railway officials who go ondeputation to Indian Railways Construction Company exclusively for Qazigund-Baramulla project and serve with that area as headquarters for full tenure may be permitted to retain Railway accommodation at the previous place of posting for a period of two years on payment of normal rent.



Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers contained in their orders No.E(G)/99/QR1/16 dated 18.7.2000, the Ministry of Railways (Railway board) have decided in public interest to relax the existing provisions regarding retention/allotment of railway accommodation and charging rent therefor in respect of the railway officers and staff deputed to Indian Railway Const.Company (IRCON) exclusively for Qazigund - Baramulla project and actually serving in that area with headquarters therefor full enture by permitting them to retain Railway accommodation at their previous place of posting during the period of such service in that area subject to a maximum period of two years from the date of joining the project on payment of normal rent.



This has the sanction of the Board and issues with the concurrence of the Finance Directorate of the Ministry of Railways.

The matter has again been reviewed by the Board and it has been decided that the instructions contained in Board’s letter of even number dated 2.6.97 will apply Mutatis-mutandis to cases where both husband and wife are Railway employees and one of them is retired consequent to medical decategorisation /invalidation and also in the case of missing Railway employees, subject to all other relevant conditions governing such appointments being fulfilled.

          Sub:     Policy instructions regarding Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express trains.

---------

      Please refer tod this office letter of even number dated 7.6.2000 (Commercial Circular No.30 of 2000) wherein the policy instructions regarding travel by Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express trains have been issued. After issue of these instructions certain changes have staken place which include permitting school passes issued to railway employees in Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express trains, Silver Pass holders to avail one extra berth for eligible family members in first AC of Rajdhani Express trains on payment of one third difference of fare between IAC and 2AC fare of Rajdhani Express train, permittidng serving officers with pay Rs.22,400/- and above and retired officers of equivalent status to avail one seat in EC in Shatabdi Express trains without payment of any fare etc.  Accordingly the instructions issued vide Commercial Circular No.30 of 2000 dated 7.6.2000 have been modified and the revised instructions incorporating these and other changes are enclosed for information and necessary action.

-----------

Policy instructions regarding Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express trains.

1 Whenever a Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express train is introduced on Zonal Railways, the allotment of reservation quota in that train will be done by Zonal Railways themselves.

Whenever any Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express train is given new stoppage, the allotment of quota in that case will also be done by Zonal Railways.

1. Rajdhani and Shatabdi Express trains are inter-city trains connecting major cities.  The passengers in these trains should be booked:-

End-to-end, i.e., from originating station to destination station against general quota.

From intermediate stations to destination station to the extent of quota earmarked at intermediate stations.

From originating station to intermediate stations tos the extent of quota earmarked for that intermediate station.

To meet the demand of the passengers from intermediate station to intermediate stations, railway should conduct a survey to assess the requirements and earmarka fixed quota, if necessary, against which booking from intermediate stations to intermediate stations will be done on first-come-first-served basis.

2. In order to have uniformity, various quotas will be deined in different coaches as under:

3. Separate waiting-list for destination and intermediate stations

Separate waiting lists should be maintained for each intermediate stations and destination stations. The booking in these trains for intermediate stations should be done tos the extent of quota earmarked for these stations and thereafter passengers be put on the waiting list. The limit of waiting list for intermediate stations should be decided by the railway themselves.

4. Procedure for allotment of vacant accommodation at the time of preparation of charts at the originating station.

In case berths/seats are available for the terminating/intermediate stations at the time of preparation of charts, the same should be released in favour of passengers on the waiting list in order of distance from starting station i.e. for the passengers on the waiting list for the farthest point will be cleared first and so on.  This allotment should be done only at the time of preparation of charts and should be included in the chart preparation programme itself.  For example, in case the accommodation in 2952 Rajdhani Express is available for BCT, it will be allotted to wait-listed passengers of Baroda, Ratlam, Kota in this order.  Similarly, if the accommodation is available for Baroda,d the same will be released to wait-listed passenger for Ratlam, Kota in the same order.  While permitting such passengers from intermediate stations, the train staff will first allow them as per their priority in waiting list and thereafter on first come-first served basis.

5. Procedure to be followed at the originating station for allotment of vacant accommodation available after preparation of charts.

(a)        At the current counter
i. If the current counter is located far away from the platform from where the train is scheduled to leave,d the reserved accommodation vacant after the preparation of charts should be allotted by the staff manning the current reservation counter on first-come-first-served basis irrespective of destination upto 45 minutes before the scheduled/rescheduled departure time of the trains. Thereafter the charts would be taken to the platform booth.

ii. In case the train is scheduled to leave from a platform which can be accessed by the passengers (at current counter) within 5 minutesm, the tickets will continue to be issued from the same current counter upto 5 minutes before the scheduled departure of trains.

iii. In case,s there is a waiting list and the reserved accommodation is cancelled at the current counter, the staff manning this counter will update the position of the wait-listed passengers.

(b)      At platform booth of originating station
           In case the trains are scheduled to depart from the platforms which are located sufficiently away from the current counter, the charts would be taken to the platform booth 45 minutes before the departure of the train and platform booth should be properly manned. The Zonal Railways may evolve a suitable method for issuing of tickets at these booths.

6. (a) At originating station

At originating stations, the train staff will not permit any passenger to board the train unless he is havisng confirmed/RAC ticket. Even in case where the vacant accommodation is available the TS/Dy.TS will not permit any passenger to board the train at train originating station. The reason is that the passenger should purchase the ticket at the current counter/platform booth before boarding the train.  In case, any passenger boards the train without proper reservation, he/she will be excess charged as per the instructions contained in Para No.8 below.

(b)   At stations enroute

In case the accommodation is available in the train, the Train Supdt./Dy.Train Supdt. would grant permission to board the passengers from enroute stations.  Such permission may be given by such train staff to the extent of vacant accommodation available, first as per waiting list priority and rest if any, on first-come-first-served basis irrespective of the destination.

7. Charging of passengers travelling without tickets or holding wait-listed tickets:

(i) The persons who are holding wait-listed tickets or without ticket are not authorised to board these trains:

(ii) The passengers boarding the train with wait-listed tickets at the originating and intermediate station will be excess charged single fare upto the point he is possessing the ticket whether accommodation is available or not.  However, in case of passengers, who have been permitted by the TS/Dy.TS Staff from the intermediate stations to the extent of vacant accommodation available, no penalty will be realized from these passengers.

(iii) Passenger boarding the train without a ticket will be excess charged fare equal tosd the double of the fare up tod the destination of the train whether accommodation is available or not.  An endorsement should be made on the ticket that such passengers will be detrained at the first stoppage of the train in case of no accommodation being available in the train;

(iv) The wait-listed passengers who board the train withsout the permission of TS/Dy.TS staff, will be excess charged and if accommodation is available, wait-listed passengers will be allotted accommodation as per dpriority in waiting list and thereafter on first-come-first served basis.

NOTE:  The wait-listed child/children below the age of 12 years travelling alongwithd their family/party on a partially confirmed ticket are permitted to board Rajdhani Express train and shall not be treated as travelling without ticket.  However, the maximum number of children permitted to travel with the party/family should be limited to the number of confirmed berths.  This facility should not be given in case of adudlt passengers are on RAC i.e. no berth is allotted to them.  Such child/children will share the accommodation with the party/family and will not be given any separate bedroll.  However, catering would be provided to such wait-listed child/children. This clause shall not be applicable in Shatabdi Express Trains.

8. No refund will be admissible for the un-travelled portion. To guard against any malpractices, the ticket of a passenger who is either accommodated on the train for the entire/partial journey or detrained enroute, must invariably be endorsed to this effect.

9. Where in a group/party/family booked on a single ticket, some persons get confirmed reservation while others remain on the waiting list, if the entire ticket is surrendered for cancellation at the journey commencing station within 4 hours before scheduled departure of the train and up to 3 hours after its actual departure, only clerkage charges will be retained for all the passengers. 

However, if the passengers with confirmed reservation intend tosd travel, but those on waiting list want to cancel their ticket, the wait-listed passengers can get their ticket cancelled and refund will be granted to such passengers after deduction of clerkage charges.

P A R T – II

10. The railway officials will be allowed to travel in Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express trains within the quota earmarked for Duty Pass holders in these trains. The details of quota allotted in various Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express trains in different classes is given in Annexure - I & II.

11. The following kinds of passes only are allowed in Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express trains:-

(i) Railway servants:-

(a) Duty (including transfer pass), Privilege (including settlement pass) & post-retirement complementary passes issued to Railway servants.

(b) Widow passes

(c) Medical passes.

(d) School Passes issued to wards of railway employees.

(ii) Duty passes issued to GRP officials and food Inspectors within the jurisdiction mentioned in the pass are valid for travel in Pantry Card/non-passenger area in the train.

(iii) Other pass holders:-

(a) Gold pass/complimentary cheque passes issued to serving MR/MOS®/DMR.

(b) Complimentary card passes issued to ex.MR/MOS®/DMR.

(c) Complimentary Card passes issued to ex.Andaman Political prisoners under category of Freedom Fighters.

(d) Any other complimentary card/cheque pass containing specific endorsement validating travel by Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express trains.

Unless a specific endorsement is made on the pass, no other kind of Card/Cheque pass is permitted in the Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express trains.

12. The entitlement of railway officials travelling on duty & on privilege and post-retirement complimentary passes in Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express trains are as under:-

(A) Entitlement of travel on duty by Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express:

(i) Gold pass holders are entitled to coupe accommodation even whend travelling alone and can also take their family members in the coupe in Rajdhani Express trains.

(ii) The serving officers who were drawing pay of Rs.4500/- and above ins the IVth CPC scale of pay and were entitled to one berth in Ist AC/two berths in 2AC/four berths in 3 AC in Rajdhani Express and two seats in Executive Class/Four seats in Chair Car in Shatabdi Express during the period 1.1.1996 to 31.1.1999 will continue to get the same entitlement even if their pay in the revised scale of pay falls short of Rs.14,300/-.

(iii) The serving officers who were drawing pay of Rs.4500/- and above in the IVth CPC scale of pay and retired officers of equivalent status who were entitled tod two berths in 2 AC or four berths in 3 AC or two seats in chair car on each privilege or post retirement complimentary pass prior tod revision of scale under Vth CPC, would continue tod get the same entitlement even if their pay in revised pay scale falls short of Rs.14,300/-.

NOTE:-

(i) In the case of serving Chairman and Members of the Railway Board travelling on their own privilege passes, the facility to travel in 1st AC of all trains including Rajdhani Express and in Executive Class of Shatabdi Express, without payment of any difference in fares will be admissible not only to themselves and their spouses, but to all members of the family who are entitled to travel on privilege passes, subject tod the maximum of two berths in 1st AC or two seats in the Executive Class.s This facility will be available even if the Chairman/Members is not travelling along withs them.  Spouses of retired Chairman/Members of the Railway Board travelling alaone on their post retirement complimentary passes would also be entitled to the facility of travel in 1st AC and Executive Class, without payment of any difference in fares.

(ii) For the purpose of item B(ii) of para 13 above, the equivalent status of retired Railway employees will be as follows:

Officers who retired between 1.7.59 - 31.12.72 with a basic pay of Rs.3000/- and above/officers who retired between 1.1.73 - 31.12.85 with a basic pay of Rs.3000/- and above/officers who retired between 1.1.86 - 31.12.95 with a basic pay of Rs.7300/- and above.

(iii) For the purpose of item B-(iii) of para 13 above, the equivalent status will be as follows:

Officers who retired between 1.7.59 - 31.12.72 with a basic pay of Rs.1880/- and above/officers who retired between 1.1.73 - 31.12.85 with a basic pay of Rs.1980/- and above/officers who retired between 1.1.86 - 31.12.95 with a basic pay of Rs.4500/- and above.

(iv) For the purpose of item B-(iv) of para 13 above, the equivalent status will be as follows:

Officers who retired between 1.7.59 - 31.12.72 with a basic pay below Rs.1880/- officers who retired between 1.1.73 - 31.12.85 with a basic pay below Rs.1980/- and officers who retired between 1.1.86 - 31.12.95 with a basic pay below Rs.4500/-.

13. The procedure for allotment of accommodation in Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express trains to Railway Pass Holders will be as under:-

(i) In AC 3 tier and Chair Car classes, 50% of the quota earmarked for Duty pass holders will be operated at the counter and the remaining 50% will be operated as the Emergency quota. The quota earmarked at the counter will be utilized on first-come-first-served-basis.  Once the quota earmarked at the counter gets exhausted, waiting list tickets will be issued without any limit.  In AC-2 tier and AC Ist of Rajdhani Express trains and Executive Class of Shatabdi Express trains, only waiting list tickets will be issued without any waiting list limit.  The waiting list so prescribed will be separate waiting list apart from the normal waiting list.

(ii) At the time of release of Emergency Quota in these trains against Duty/Privilege/Post Retirement Complimentary passes and PTOs, PNR No. will be insisted upon.  However, in exceptional cases when it is impossible to gbet a waiting list ticket issued against Duty /Privilege/complimentary passes/PTOs, Emergency quota can be released on the authority of these passes/PTOs itself, with a specific approval of an officer to be nominated by Zonal Railways in this regard.

(iii) The unutilized quota earmarked for Duty/Privilege/Post retirement complimentary pass/PTO holders in these trains will be released to waiting list passengers in general waiting list.

(iv) Preference shall be given to Duty Pass holders ins the Pass quota being operated as Emergency Quota.

(v) In case the berths/seats are available at the originating/intermediate stations after preparation of charts, the vacant accommodation may be allotted at current counters/trains to duty/privilege/post retirement complimentary pass and PTO holders out of general quota on first-come-first-served basis irrespective of destination.

(vi) Privilege Ticket Orders issued to railway officials are valid as per the entitlement of the officials to travel in Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express trains on payment of usual PTO fare subject to restrictions applicable for passes.

(vii) The travel facilities for Indian Railway personnel over Konkan railway on privilege, Duty Pass and PTOs are governed byd the instructions issued vide letter No.E(W)97/PS5-1/62 dated 11.1.1999 and 9.4.1999 respectively the copies of which are enclosed at Annexure-III & IV.

(viii) In no case, Pass holder/PTO holder will be allowed to book berths available for normal passengers, before preparation of chart.

14. Separate Second class cheque passes being issued tod the attendant of railway officers under rule (xix) of Railway Servants (Pass) Rules 1986-Schedule-II(Pass on Privilege Account) will also be issued if the Railway servant is travelling by Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express trains.

15. In order to make the system fool proof and to facilitate both Pass/PTO holders as well as the Reservation Clerks to know the correct number of berths/seats as asper entitlement, Ministry of Railways (Railway Board) have decided the requisite number of rubber stamps may be made which will indicate the entitlement of class/scale of accommodation of the railway official in Rajdhani and Shatabdi Express trains. This stamp should be affixed compulsorily by the pass issuing authority on the Pass/PTO at the time of issuing Pass/PTO. This stamp should also have a space for the initials of the pass issuing authority to take care of the fraudulent stamps being put on the Pass or PTO.  This system will ensure easy exercise of the checks by the ioperator at the time of booking.  In order to ensure strict compliance of this provision. railways should take necessary action and see that no Pass/PTO is issued after 30.4.2001 without rubber stamp as prescribed above.

16. Members of Parliament and ex. Members of Parliament:

In addition to the passes mentioned in para 12 above, the following are also authorised to travel by Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express trains:-

(i) MPs and their companion travelling on the authority of the Identity Card-cum-Railway Pass.

(ii) Spouses of MPs travelling on Spouse Pass along with M.P.

(iii) Ex. MPs travelling on the authority of identity card issued by Lok Sabha/Rajya Sabha Secretariats.

Accommodation will be allotted to them first out of PHBO quota, if any, and then against general quota.

17. These instructions should be brought to the notice of all concerned.

18. This issues withd the concurrence of Commercial, Establishment and Finance Directorates of the Ministry of Railways.

Further, an additional grade of Rs.7500-12000 for his category was introduced vide Board's letter no.PC-V/97/I./11/12 dated 8.4.99. The undersigned is directed to say that one of the issues in Writ Petition © No.606/1993 in the matter of Election Commission of India Vs. Union of India and Others was regarding jurisdiction of Election Commission of India over the Government servants deputed for election duties under Section 28A of the Representation of the people Act, 1951 and section13CC of the Representation of the People Act, 1950.  The Supreme Court by its order dated 21.09.2000 disposed of the said petition in terms of the settlements between the Union of India and Election Commission of India.  The said terms of settlement are as under:

"The disciplinary functions of the Election Commission over officers,

staff and police deputed to perform election duties shall extended to -

                 (a) Suspending any officer/official/police personnel for in subordination

                      or dereliction of duty ;

                 (b) Substituting any officer/official/police personnal by another such person, and returning the substituted individual to the cadre to which he belongs, with appropriate report on his conduct.

                 (c) Making recommendation to the competent authority, for taking disciplinary action, for any act of insubordination or dereliction of duty, while on election duty.  Such recommendation shall be promptly acted upon by thedisciplinary authority, and action taken will be communicated to the "Election Commission; within a period of 6 months from the date of the Election Commission's recommendations.

(e) The government of India will advise the State Goverrnments that they too  should follow the above principles and decisions, since a large number of election officials are under  their administrative control".

                        The implication of the disposal of thewrit petition by the Supreme Court in terms of the above settlement is that the Election Commission can suspend any officer/official/police personnel working under the Central Government or Public Sector undertaking or an autonomous body fully or substantially financed by the Government for insubordination or dereliction of duty and the election commission can also direct substituting any officer/official/police personnel by another person besides making recommendations to the Competent Authority for taking disciplinary action for insubordination or dereliction of duty  while engaged in the preparation of electral rolls or election duty.  it is also clarified that it is not necessary to amend the service rules for exercise of powers of suspension by the Election Commission in this case since these powers are derived from the provisions of section 13CC of the Representation of the People Act, 1950 and section 28A of the Representation of the People Act, 1951 since provisions of these Acts would have overriding effect over the disciplinary rules.  However, in case there are any conflicting provisions in an Act governing the disciplinary action, the same are required to be amended suitably in accordance with the terms of settlement.

All Miniwtries/Departments are requested to bring the above terms of settlement to the notice of all concerned for information and compliance.

In Para 3 of Railway Board's letter No.74-E(SCT)15/20 dated 9.7.75, it was laid down that "In the case of promotion to the posts in Class II and lowest rung ofClass I, since the carry forward is not permissible in the case of two or more vacancies occurring in a recruitment/selection year, the single vacancy shall be carried forward only to one subsequent selection/recruitment year, when situation arising, the vacancy may be exchanged between  Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes. If no Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes becomes available in the subsequent year also, the reservation would lapse."

2. The Board have since reviewed the aforesaid instructions and have decided that, in the case of Group 'B' (Class II0 and lowest rung of Group 'A' (Class I) where reservation rules are applicable, if a single vacancy occurs against reservation roster point post in a Recruitment /Promotion year, the vacancy shall be treated as unreserved. It will be filled by the next seniormost candidate assessed to be fit for promotion. If that person happens to be a candidate from a community other than for whom the vacancy was reserved, the reservation would be carried forward to the subsequent recruitment/selection /trade test year for SCs/STs both in Direct Recruitment category only. In the subsequent  year, the first vacancy, even though it might be a single vacancy in that year, shall be treated as reserved in favour of SCs/STs/OBCsas the case may be, and shall be filled by a person of the respective community.

3.
In the subsequent  year, if for any reason, the vacancy is not filled by a person of the community in whose favour it is reserved, the reservation shall be carried forward to three selection/trade test /recruitment years as per extant instructions as in the case of Group 'C' & 'D' posts.

4. 
These orders will come into effect from the date of issue of this letter. Earlier cases decided as per extant rules prior to issue of this letter will not be reviewed/revised. This issues with the approval of Board.

As per extant scheme of  Widow Pass, widows of Railway servants who were in service on 12.3.87 and opted for the scheme of Widow Pass or widows of those Railway servants who joined service on or after 12.3.87 and are compulsorily governed under the scheme of Widow Pass are eligible for Widow Pass. Instructions were also issued vide Board's letter No.E(W)95 PS5-1/29 dated 24.4.98 that the widows of Railway servants who were in service prior to 12.3.87 will also be elegible to be admitted to the scheme of Widow Pass on a one-time payment of Rs.250/- as  the notional value of two sets of PTOs.

Sub: Voluntary retirement of Railway employees - O.A.No.1723/99 filed by Shri A.B.Avadhanulu, Comml.Supervisor/Vijayawada Division of this Railway.

…


Shri A.B.Avadhanulu, while working as Clerk-inc--charge in scale Rs.5500-9000 at Gudlevalleru Station on Vijayawada Division of this Railway applied for voluntary retirement from service w.e.f. 30.6.99. Subsequently, the employee submitted an application on 26.4.99 withdrawing the notice of voluntary retirement. However, the Sr.DCM/Vijayawada Division refused the request for withdrawal of notice of voluntary retirement. Aggrieved by this decision, the employee filed O.A.No.1723/99 before the Hon'ble CAT/Hyderabad and the Hon/ble CAT/Hyderabad vide Judgement dated 14.2.2000 ( Copy enclosed) directed the administration ( Respondents) to reinstate the employee into service forthwith and held that the applicant is not entitled for backwages except counting his service for seniority promotion, increment etc.


The Hon'ble Tribunal, while delivering the Judgement in this case, relied upon Supreme Court's Judgement in the case of Shri J.N.Srivastav Vs. UOI (Published as item 13 in Swamy's News) wherein, the Apex Court has opined that the employee has locus standi to withdraw the proposal for voluntary retirement before the date of retirement and even if he relinquished the charge of the post, he is not estopped from withdrawing the Notice of Voluntary retirement.


In doing so, the Hon'ble Tribunal have set aside the Railway Board's letter No.E(P&A)/1/90/RT/18 dated 6.11.90 which clarifies that the appointing  authority has the power  to refuse for withdrawal of the notice for voluntary retirement. The reasons for setting aside this Board's letter is the Apex Court's Judgement cited in para-2. After seeking the opinion of the Law Officer, the Judgement was implemented.


As the Hon'ble Tribunal has decided that the Board's instructions are contrary to the law laid down by the Supreme Court, it is opined that it shall be appropriate to refer the matter to the Board.


Board are, therefore, requested to examine the issue and advise further in the matter and also issue guidelines for dealing with similar cases in future .

In terms of this Ministry's letter No. PC-V/98/I/11/18(A), dt. 10.5.98, the posts of Dresser Gr. III/OTA Gr. III (in grade Rs. 3050-4590) are to be filled by process of selection from amongst eligible candidates with qualification of Matriculation. The higher grade post of Dresser Gr. II (Rs. 4000-6000) and Dresser Gr. I (Rs. 4500-7000) are required to be filled on non-selection basis.

2. It has been brought to the notice of this Ministry that difficulty is being experienced in filling up the posts of Dresser Gr. III/OTA Gr. III for want of suitable Gr. 'D' staff with qualification of Matriculation. Both the Federations viz. AIRF and NFIR have also raised this issue for discussion in the ensuing PNM meetings.

3. The matter has been considered by the Ministry of Railways and it has been decided that the posts of Dresser Gr. III/OT Asstt. Gr. III lying vacant may be filled by promotion of Hospital Attendants without insisting on qualification of Matriculation, as a one time exception, as a special case.

Sub: Issue of Post-Retirement Complimentary Passes in next year account.

In terms of instructions issued vide Board's letter of even number dated 12.1.2001, when an employee has availed of all passes due to him/her in a calendar year, one set of pass and /or one set of PTO may be issued to him/her for journeys commencing in the next year only and the pass/PTO may be debited to the next year's pass account. Such advance issue of pass/PTO should not exceed 60 days of the current year from the date of issue. These passes may be valid for 3/4 months, as the case may be, from the date of issue.

2. Arising out of a reference by NFIR, it has been decided by the Board that the provisions relating to advance issue of Passes, for journeys commencing in the next year, as per Board's letter referred to above will also be applicable to retired railway servants, insofar as post-retirement complimentary passes are concerned since such passes are issued subject to the same conditions as applicable to serving railway servants. Accordingly, item No.(1) under column 4 (other facilities of Schedule-IV of Railway Servants (Pass) Rules, 1986 (2nd edition, 1993) be amended as per ACS No.34 enclosed.

In terms  of this Ministry's letter No. PC-V/98/I/11/18(A), dated  17-8-98, the minimum educational qualification for promotion of Gr. 'D' staff to the post  of Lab Assistant, Grade III in scale Rs. 3050-4590, in CMT Organisation has been revised from Matriculation with Science to 'Matriculation with Science plus Diploma in Lab. Technology  (including DMLT) or 10+2 with Science.

2. A demand for relaxation of the revised educational qualification has been raised in the PNM/AIRF meeting held on 5th /6th September, 2000, in favour of existing Lab. Attendants in the CMT Organisation for their promotion as Lab. Assistants.

In terms of the instructions contained in the then Bureau of Public Enterprises (now Deptt. of Public Enterprises) O.M.No.5(25)-83-BPE(PESB) dated 6.3.1985, circulated vide this Ministry's letter No. F(E)II-86/DE1 dated 25.3.1986, deputation of Government Servants (including Railway Servants) to Central Public Sector Enterprises is banned.  Similarly, deputation of Govt.  servants is not permitted to posts in Central Autonomous Bodies.  Thus the Railway servants can join the Central Public Sector Undertakings/Autonomous bodies only on immediate absorption basis by severing their connection from Railway Service.  However, the following enterprises have been exempted from the rule of immediate absorption and deputation is permitted at the level of Chief Executives and Regional/Zonal Chiefs in these enterprises

1.1 The posts of Chief Vigilance Officers in Central Public Sector Enterdprises have also been permditted to be filled on deputation.  However, vide the Deptt. Of Public Enterprises O.M.No.23/10/98-GM dated 30.05.2000, posts of second level functionaries in the Vigilance Departments of Public Sector Enterprises below Chief Vigilance Officers can no longer be filled on depdutation basis. 1.2.1 In the case of CONCOR, exemption from the rule of immediate absorption has been granted only in respect of certain posts identified for this purpose as listed in Annexure I to this letter.  The posts listed in Annexure I are the onces proposed by CONCOR, for exemption fromd the rule of immediate absorption vide Annexure ‘C’ to their letter No.CON/HRD/62/1(A)1842 dated 30.7.97. In other words, deputation of Railway servants to CONCOR is permitted only for appointment to these posts and posts other than these can be manned by Railway Servants only on immediate absorption basis.

1.3 The Centre for Railway Information Systems (CRIS), an autonomous organisation under the aegis of the Ministry of Railways, has also been exempted from the rule of immediate absorption upto 30.06.2006.

2. Accordingly, GMs may permit deputation of non-gazetted Railway employees to Undertakings, etc. under the aegis of this Ministry subject to para  1.2.1 above, for a maximum period of three years, subject further to the condition that the period of deputation does not go beyond the date up to which the Undertakings etc. have been exemdpted from the rule of immediate absorption.

3. Instances have, however, come to the notice of this Ministry that some of the Railways continue to permit deputation of Railway servants to posts in and to Central Public Sector Enterprises/Autonomous Bodies which are not exempted from the rule of immediate absorption in violation of the Government’s extant policy as mentioned above resultidng in complications attendant thereto.  Since GMs are generally competent to send non-gazetted employees on deputation, the cases of unauthdorised deputation come to this Ministry’s notice only when proposals for extension of deputation beyond three years are received by them, when they are left with no choice but to order repatriation of the employee concerned to the parent Railway thereby putting the borrowing organisation as also the employee concerned to inconvenience.

4. The Ministry of Railways, therefore, desire that the extant policy of the Government should be strictly adhered to and corrective steps taken wherever a Railway servant has been sent on deputation to a Central Public Sector Undertaking/autonomous Body which is not exempted fromd the rule of immediate absorption.

5. In future, whenever the Railways receive a proposal for services of Railway employees on deputation from Central Public Sector Enterprises/Autonomous Bodies, the following guidelines/checks should be kept in view before taking action on the proposal:-

i) Whether the Central Public Sector Enterprise/Autonomous body concerned is exempted from the rule of immediate absorption and, if so, the authsority therefor;

ii) whether the enterprise/autonomous body is exempted fromd the rule of immediate absorption in respect of posts for appointment to which the services of Railway Servants have been asked for; and 

iii) the date up to which the enterprise/autonomous body is exempted fromd the rule of immediate absorption.

Only after the Railways are satisified withs reference tod the above mentioned points, further action as per extant procedure be taken for making available the services of Railway Servants on deputation to the Organisation concerned.

The undersigned is directed to refer to this department’s OM No.42/3/2000-P&PW(G) dated 28.9.2000 sanctioning the instalment of dearness relief admissible from 1.7.2000 and to say that the President is pleased to decide that dearness relief shall be paid to the Central Government Pensioners/Family Pensioners to compensate them for the rise in cost ofl iving beyond average Consumer Price Index 306.33 ( as on 1.1.1996) at the rate of 43% w.e.f. 1.1.2001 in supersession of the rate mentioned in the OM dated 28.9.2000 referred to above.

2.
These orders apply to (I) All Civilian Central Government Pensioners/Family Pensioners (ii) The Armed Forces Pensioners, Civilian Pensioners paid out of theDefence Service Estimates, (iii) All India Service pensioners (iv) Railway pensioners and (v) The Burma Civilian pensioners/family pensioners and pensioners /families of displaced Government pensioners from Pakistan, who are Indian Nationals but receiving pension on behalf of the Government of Pakistan, who are in receipt of adh-hoc ex-gratia allowance of Rs. 1275/- p.m in terms of this Department’s OM No. 23/1/97-P&PW(B) dated 23.2.1998.

3.
Central Government Employees who had drawn lumpsum amount on absorption in a PSU/Autonomous Body and have become eligibleto restoration of 1/3rd commuted portion of pension as well as revision of the restored amount in terms of this department’s OM No. 4/59/97-P&PW(D) dated 14.7.1998 will also be entitled to the payment of DR @ 43% w.e.f. 1.1.2001 on full pension i.e. the revised pension which the absorbed employee would have received on the date of restoration had he not drawn lumpsum payment on absorption. In this connection, instructions contained in this Departments O.M. No4/29/99-P&PW(D) dt. 12.7.2000 refers.

The surviving CPF beneficiaries who had retired from service between the period 18.11.1960 to 31.12.1985 and are in receipt of Ex-gratia @ Rs600/- P.M. with effect from 01.11.1997. under this Department’s O.m. No.45/52/97-P&PW[E] dated 16.12.1997 are entitled to Dearness Relief @  43% w.e.f 01.01.2001.

The folliowing    categories of CPF beneficiaries who are in receipt of Ex-gratia payment in terms of this department’s OM No.45/52/97-P&PW(E) dated 16.12.1997 will be paid DR @ 35% w.e.f.1.1.2001.   

(i) The widows and dependent childen  of the deceased CPF beneficiary who had retired from  service prior to 1.1.1986 or who had died while in service prior to 1.1.1986 and are in receiptof Ex-gratia payment of Rs.605/- p.m.

(ii) Central Government Employees who had retired on CPF benefits before 18.11.1960 and are in receipt of Ex-gratia payment of Rs. 654/-, Rs.659/- rs.703 and Rs.965/-.

6. Payment of dearness relief involving a fraction of a rupee shall be rounded off to the next higher rupee.

7.
Other provisions governing grant of dearness relief in respect of employed family pensioners and re-employed Central Government Pensioners will be regulated in accordance with the provisions contained in this Department’s OM No.45/73/97- P&PW(G) dated 2.7.1999. The provisions relating to regulation of DR where pensioner is in receipt of more than one pension will remain unchanged.

8.
In the case of retired Supreme Court and High Court Judges necessary orders will be issued by the Department of Justice separately.

9.
It will be the responsibility of the pension disbursing authority, including the nationalized banks, etc. to calculate the quantum of dearness relief payable in each individual case.

The Accounts General and Authorised Public Sector Banksare requested to arrange payment of relief to pensioner etc. on the basis of above instructions without waiting for any further instructions from the Comptroller and uditor General of India and the Reserve Banksof India in view of letter No.528-TR,II/84-80-II dated 23.4.1981 of the Comptroller and uditor General of India addressed to all accountants General and Reserve Bank of India Circular No.GANB Nol.2958/GA-64(ii)(CGL)/81 dated the 21st May,1981 addressed to State Bank of India and its subsidiaries and all Nationalised Banks.

ANNUAL REPORT ON THE WORKING OF THE PAYMENT OF WAGES ACT, 1936 IN RAILWAYS DURING THE PERIOD 1.1.98 TO 31.3.98.

INTRODUCTION:
1.1 The payment of Wages Act, 1936 is an important piece of legislation which regulates the payment of wages to employees in the industrial and other establishments, ;who are in respect of wages with average upto Rs.1600/- per month.  It seeks to ensure timely payment of wages without any unauthorised deductions.

1.2. The payment of wages (Railways) Rules, 1936, as amended from timen to time, were framed by the Central Government to secure proper enforcement of the provisions of the Act in respect of persons employed in railway including railway contractors who employ 20 or more persons on any day in the proceeding 12 months.

MACHINERY FOR ENFORCEMENT
2.1 By virtue of section 24 of the Act, the Central Government has been performing the functions of the State  Governemnt and is responsible for the enforcement of the Act and the Rules made thereunder in so far as they relate to the railways.  The provisions of the Act and the Rules are enforced in the railways by Chief Labour Commissioner ©, Commissioners ©, Regional Labour Commissioners ©, Assistant Labour Commissioners ©, Labour Enforcement Officers © who have been appointed "Inspectors" under Section 14 of the Act for the purpose of enforcement of the provisions of the Act and Rules in the Railways.  However, the work of periodical inspections and enforcement of the Act and the Rules are mainly carried out by the Labour Enforcement Officers ©.  The Regional Labour Commissioners ©, Assistant Labour Commissioners (C0 carry out the inspections occasionally for checking the inspections already carried out by the Labour Commissioners © carry out the inspections occasionally for checking the inspections already carried out by the Labour Enforcement Officers ©.  For the purpose of hearing and deciding claims arising out of delayed payment of wages and wrongful deductions from wages paid to the employed persons, including incidental matters arising therefrom, Authorities have been appointed by the State Governments under Sec. 15 of the Act.  These authorities appointed by the State Government have also been declared to be the Authorities in respect of Railways by the Central Government, within their territorial jurisdictions.

2.2. Inspecting Officers visit the railway stations and other Railway establishments and verify display of notices, scrutinise the maintenance of registers and records required to be maintained by the employer under the PW(Rly) Rules, to see that the provisions of the Act. and Rules are properly enforced and payment of wages are made to employed persons without unauthorised deductions.  They  also interrogate individual  workers wherever necessary for the proper enforcement of the Act and the Rules.  Inspection-cum-show cause notices embodying violations and irregularities of the Act and the Rules detected in the course of Inspections are prepared on the spot and handed over to the concerned contractors or their representatives present at the site, failing which they are mailed by registered post.  In the case of Railway stations establishments inspections reports are sent to the respective Divisional Railway Managers or the Head of the establishments for rectifications of the irregularities.  In the Inspection-Report-cum-show cause notice addressed to the Railway Contractors, the officers call upon them to rectify the irregularities and show cause as to whey legal action should not be taken against them for the irregularities detected.   In suitable cases, particularly incase of habitual defaulters, prosecution cases, are filed against the defaulting contractors in appropriate courts.  In case where the employer fails to pay delayed wages and/or refund unauthorised deductions to employed persons, claim applications under Section 16(2) of the payment of wages act are filed before the concerned authorities for direction for payment of due wages together with compensations as per the Section 16(3) of the Act.

5.1 Under Section 8 of the Act, fines can be imposed on employed persons for such Acts and omissions as specified by the prescribed authority and it should be exhibited prominently for information of the employed persons.  Before any fine is  imposed on any employed person, he has to be given an opportunity of showing cause against imposition of fine.  The amount of fine imposed in any wage period should  not exceed 8% of the wages payable in that wage period.  Fines cannot be imposed on  wages of an employees under 15 years of age and no fine can be recovered in installments or after the expiry of 60 days from the date of imposition.  All fines and realisation thereof should be recorded in the prescribed register and the amount should be spent only for such purpose beneficial to the employees as are approved.  Fines were imposed in Central Railway in one case and sRs.16,000/- were realised during the year under report.

5.2 Section 9 of the P.W.Act provides for making deductions on account of absence of an employee from the place of work and the amount of such deductions shall be proportionate to the period of absence.  It is also provided that in case 10 or more persons arting in concert absent themselves without due notices, deduction from any such person may include such  amount not exceeding his wage for 8 days aqs may by any such terms be due to the employee in lieu of due notice.  However, no such case has been reported during the period under report.

5.3         Deductions from wages of employed persons can also be made for damage or loss of goods entrusted expressly to the custody of the employed person or for loss of money which the person employed is responsible for accounting.  These deductions cannot, however, be made without giving the employed persons an opportunity of showing cause against the deductions.  All such deductions on realisation should be recorded in the registers prescribed.  During the year,1997 there was no such deductions in any Railways.

CLAIMS AND PROSECUTIONS

1.1 Section 15(1) of the payment of Wages Act, 1936 provides for the appointment of authorities to hear and decide claims arising out of the deduction Section 15(2) of the said Act, the employed persons concerned or any legal  practitioner or any official of a registered trade union duly authorised in writing in this behalf of any Inspector appointed under the Act or any other person with permission of the authority can file an application.

The Payment of Wages Act (Procedure) Rules,1938 framed under the Payment of Wages Act,1936 prescribe in detail the procedure for making the claim applications before the authorities.  4 claim cases were pending at the beginning of the year. During the year under report no claim cases was filed. All the cases are pending.

Further, whenever the Courts/CATs  pronounce judgment against extant reservation policy of the  Government for SCs/STs/OBCs, the Railways/Production Units are required to immediately report to Board's office and take urgent appropriate steps for filing Special Leave Petition (SLP) before the Apex Court.

      Board have  now decided that there is no need of sending affidavits / counter affidavits for vetting in Railway Board's office and the same  should be  dealt with by the concerned Railways /Production Units themselves with the help of Chief Law Assistants / Law Assistants, in consultation with Railway Advocates.  As regards filing Special Leave Petitions (SLPs), the procedure as enumerated in above mentioned Board's letters should continue to be followed.  Any clarification on the reservation policies, or any assistance required, may be sought  for from  Board well in time.

Instructions were issued vide Board's letter of even number dated 30-6-1999 delegating powers to senior subordinates in Grade Rs.5000-8000 and above and who are also in direct and independent charge of the establishment to issue/sign post-retirement complimentary passes to Railway employees, other than I-A pass holders.  This was done purely on experimental basis and Railways were requested to submit a report by 01-02-2000 for considering feasibility of extension of the scheme further. The Uniforms Committee set up in 1995 has recommended, inter alia, that Public Image categories  of Railway employees who come in contact with public may be provided with good quality cloth and get their uniforms stitched to their measure as per the prescribed style, from open market.  The Committee has also recommended that stitching  charges at pre-determined rates may be reimbursed to them.

2.
Board after careful consideration have accepted the above recommendation.  It has accordingly been decided that Public Image Categories should be given cloth in lieu  of stitched uniforms and paid stitching charges as per rates laid down by DOP&T from time to time.  It should be ensured that existing stock of uniforms, if any,  should first be exhausted before implementing these instructions.

3.
A list of Public Image Categories is enclosed as Annexure I.  Length of cloth and stitching charges to be paid as prescribed by DOP&T vide their OM No. 14/8/90-JCA dated 29-6-1990 and letter No. 14/4/2000JCA dated 18-12-2000 are enclosed, as Annexure II.

4. It may be ensured that the reimbursement of stitching charges at the prescribed rates are done only  after the stitched uniforms are produced which are duly stamped with an indelible ink at an appropriate place on the wrong side of the stitched dress for identification.  A proper record  and procedure  should be evolved to ensure that the employees produce the stitched uniforms within a reasonable period, say one month, after the cloth was supplied to them.

B .    PRIVATE COMPANIES


A question has been raised whether a Government servant appointed in his official capacity as Director, etc., in connection with the affairs of a private company, which does not receive any financial assistance from the Central Government or in which Central Government Funds are not invested, can receive and retain fee for attending meetings, etc., of the Board of Directors of the company. It is clarified that, even in such cases, the intention is that such a Government servant shall draw only travelling allowance under the rules applicable to him from the source from which he draws his pay and he should credit to Government whatever fees, travelling allowance or other remuneration which may be received by him from such bodies under their rules and regulations. Such credits will be treated as the revenue of the Department concerned.


It has been decided that the amount in respect of travelling allowance received from the private company whether during the same financial year or subsequently , shall be adjusted as recovery under the minor head " Deduct-Amounts recovered from other governments, Departments, etc.", under the same Major Head under which the travelling allowance initially borne by the Government was adjusted.


In cases in which Government officers already on foreign service are required to work in some capacity for a third party and receive fees from that party, such fees less the amount of expenditure incurred on them by the foreign employer by way of travelling allowance ( which should be reimbursed to the foreign  employer) should be credited to Government.

In his report on the above mentioned derailment, the Commissioner of Railway Safety has made the following recommendation:

 "Para 9.5:- Tenure of every supervisor having more than say 20 workmen under his administrative control should be maximum 4-5 years at a station and he should be compulsorily transferred within 5 years without any consideration or consultation for an office bearer of the trade unions."

2. The above recommendation has been considered by the Ministry of Railways who are of the view that transfer of supervisors on routine basis after 5 years may pose administrative.  It has, however, been decided that review of the performance of supervisors directly concerned with safety of train operation after a stay of 5 years in the same place of posting,  may be carried out and a decision taken based on their past performance, as to whether their continuance in the same  place is desirable or not, on merit of each case.

As regards transfer of supervisors who are office bearers of recognized unions, instructions regulating the same are already available  and no change is considered necessary.

In terms of para 6 of Appendix 4 of IREM, Volume I,1989, no increments are allowed to Stock Verifiers until they pass the qualifying examination and that failure to pass the said exam in two consecutive chances entails reversion to substantive posts. However, the period within which the qualifying examination should be passed has not been stipulated.

2. The Ministry of  Railways have reviewed the matter and decided that Stock Verifiers will be allowed to pass the qualifying examination in two chances within four years of joining the post of Stock Verifiers failing which they will be liable to be reverted.

3. It has further been decided that the examination should be held at least once annually.

4. Appendix 4 of IREM may be amended as in Advance Correction Slip No.117.

In terms of this Ministry's letter No. E[NG]I-91/CFP/11, dated 30-4-92, the three-year service required for earning eligibility to appear in the departmental examination for promotion of Group 'D'  employees to Group 'C' is computed w.r.t. 31st December of the previous year for any such selection during the following calendar year.  The objectives of these instructions are to avoid:

(i) delay  in holding selections;  and

(ii) manipulation of date of holding selection to suit staff who have yet to earn eligibility to

2. It has, however, been brought to the notice of this Ministry that despite these instructions selections are not held in time, resulting in persons completing three years service after 31st December of the previous year till the selections are held, feeling aggrieved. Procedure  to be followed in conducting departmental  Inquiries and the role of the Inquiry Officer regarding.

***


A case has come to the notice of this Ministry where, while conducting the inquiry in a disciplinary case, the Inquiry Officer examined the charged official in regard to the charges during the preliminary hearing(s) itself before examination of the Prosecution Witnesses.  Also, though no Presenting Officer had been appointed, the Inquiry Officer prepared a written brief himself, purported to have been prepared by the Presenting Officer, and  sent a copy of the brief to the charged official under his own signature.  In the inquiry report also, under the heading "oral arguments given from the Prosecution Side ", the Inquiry Officer actually gave details of the questions put by him.  The general conduct of the Inquiry Officer was also not befitting his role as an impartial authority, as he subjected the charged official to a searching cross-examination.  In the said case, the appeal had to be disposed of in favour of the charged official solely on account of the improper manner  in which the inquiry was conducted  in gross deviation of the prescribed procedure, which had vitiated the proceedings.

8. Railways are aware that the procedure for conducting departmental inquires has been laid down in detail in Rule 9 of RS[D&A] Rules.  It is evident from sub-rules [11] and [12] of Rule 9 that a preliminary hearing has to  precede the regular hearings.  The combined effect of the above two sub-rules is that, before the regular inquiry is held a preliminary meeting may be arranged between the  parties concerned viz., the Inquiry Officer , the charged official and  the Presenting Officer, if any, with a view to ascertain what evidence they shall be producing during the inquiry and the modalities which may be adopted to ensure expeditious disposal of the inquiry.  The Inquiry Officer may also use this opportunity to inquire from the Charged Official regarding the receipt of the charge memo/listed documents etc., the nomination of defence helper  by the Charged Official, the additional document(s), if any, that he requires, and also regarding his admission or denial of the charge(s), so that the time is not wasted in holding an inquiry on the admitted charge(s).

8.1 The regular inquiry involving actual presentation of the case on behalf of the disciplinary authority and the charged official will naturally commence only after the above preliminaries to the inquiry are completed.  What procedure should be followed once the regular inquiry has started, has also been brought out clearly in the sub-rules (17) to (22) of Rule 9.  In brief, the case  on behalf of the disciplinary authority shall first be presented and only then shall the charged official be called to present his defence.

8.2 The principles of natural justice demand that the charged official should not be called upon to disclose his defence before the prosecution has completed the presentation of its case. It is emphasised here that the sequence laid down in the above sub-rules should be strictly adhered to, as violation of this sequence may cause a serious flaw in the  proceedings.

9. It is also emphasised here that the Inquiry Officer is not a prosecutor and therefore, it is not his duty to somehow prove the charge(s).  He has been appointed to assist the disciplinary authority in taking a  correct and impartial decision on the basis of the evidence on record.  For this purpose, the Inquiry Officer may ask questions from the witnesses with a view to elucidating answers for a proper understanding of the facts before him.  However, he  should obviously  avoid searching cross examination.

9.1 The most crucial facet of the personality of the official conducting the departmental inquiry is his impartial approach, as he is performing a quasi-judicial function.  His conduct must be above board so much  so that he should not merely be impartial but also seem to be so, to ensure that the inquiry commands the confidence it deserves.  This aspect assumes greater significance when there is no Presenting Officer.  As it is not feasible to appoint Presenting Officers in majority of the inquiries,  the Inquiry Officer has to examine/cross examine the witnesses including the defence witness to find out the truth in the charges.

10. It is desired that the position brought out in paras 2 and 3 above is  brought to the notice of all concerned for their guidance and  strict compliance so that the types of situation brought out inn para 1  above is  avoided in future.

Retention of Railway quarter on transfer, deputation, Retirement etc.


The instructions governing retention of Railway accommodation by Railway employees in the event of their transfer, deputation, retirement etc, as contained in Ministry of Railways (Railway Board)'s letter of even number dated 30.11.2000, have been further reviewed by the Railway Board and it has been decided to revise/modify the said instructions as under:-

11. Permanent Transfer : 

(a)
 A  Railway employee on transfer from one station to another which necessitates change of residence, may be permitted to retain the railway accommodation at the former station of posting for a period of two months on payment of normal rent or single flat rate of  licence  fee. On request by the employee, on educational or sickness account, the period of retention of railway accommodation may be extended for a further period of six months on payment of special licence fee, i.e. double the flat rate of licence fee/rent. Further extension beyond the aforesaid period may be granted on educational ground only, to cover the academic session in which he/she was transferred on payment of special licence fee.

Beyond the permitted/permissible limits, however, no further extension will be allowed on any ground whatsoever. Therefore, no request or representation on this score shall be entertained. For all occupations beyond the permitted period, immediate action should be taken to cancel the allotment, declare the occupation as unauthorised and initiate eviction proceedings, charging damage rent for the over stay.

b)     Where the request made for retention of Railway quarter is on grounds of sickness of self or a dependent  of the family of the railway employee, he will be required to produce the requisite Medical certificate from the authorised Railway Medical Officer for the purpose.

c)      In the event of transfer, during the mid-school/college academic session,  the permission to be granted by the competent authority for retention of railway accommodation  in terms of item (a) above will be subject to his production of the necessary Certificate from the concerned school/college authority.

12. Railway officers/staff proceeding on deputation to newly formed Railway Public Sector Undertakings/Societies.

Railway officers/staff posted on depdutation to newly formed dRailway Public Sector Undertakings/Soceities may be permitted tod railway Railway accommodation but this facility can be provided by the Board on merits on a request by the PSUs and will be applicable only for a period of five years from the date of incorporation of the PSU/Society.  Rent chargeable will be at normal rate (flat rate of licence fee) for a period of two months.  On request of employee, the period of retention of railway accommodation may be extended for an overall period upto five years from the date of incorporation of the PSU/Society, on payment bydf the PSU/Society to the Railways, an amount equivalent to the house rent allowance admissible to the officer plus the flat rate of licence fee prescribed by the Railways from time to time in respect of the said Railway accommodation.  The concerned PSU/Society may, however, recover normal licence fee from the Railway employee.

13.  Railway Officers/Staff proceedings on deputation to PSUs etc.

Railway officers/staff posted on deputation to other Railway and non-Railway PSUs/Societies already established for more than five years would be permitted to retain the Railway quarters only for a period of two months on normal rent chargeable from the date they have joined Public Sector Unit.  After this period, they will be treated as unauthorised occupants and action taken accordidngly.

14. Railway officers/staff posted to Central Ministries at Delhi under Central Staffing Scheme.

Railway officers/staff proceeding on deputation to other Central Government Ministries under the Central Staffing Scheme may be allowed retention of Railway houses subject to the following:-

(a) Railway employees must apply for the General Pool accommodation for the level of entitlement plus one level below within fifteen days of his/her joining the new post under Central Staffing Scheme.

(b) The retention of existing Railway accommodation shall be permitted till the first house is allotted to him/her from the General Pool either of the type he/she is entitled to or of one level below irrespective of its location.

OR


The retention of existing accommodation shall be permitted till the time a person junior in the waiting list for General pool accommodation gets an accommodation in the normal course.

Whichever is earlier.

(c) The rent chargeable would be at normal rate for two months and, thereafter, on payment of special licence fee, i.e. at double the normal licence fee.

15. Retirement

5.1
 Railway employees on retirement, including voluntary retirees  and those retired compulsorily, may be permitted to retain the non-earmarked Railway  accommodation for a period of 4 months on payment of normal rent/flat rate of licence fee and the next 4 months on educational or sickness account on payment of special licence fee, i.e., double the normal rent or double the flat rate of licence fee. This is also applicable to audit staff doing Railway audit work. The cases of retirement on medical invalidation grounds are also to be treated at par with normal retirement.

5.2
Beyond the permitted/permissible period, however, no further extension will be allowed on any grounds, whatsoever. Therefore, no requests or representations on this score shall be entertained. For all occupations beyond the permitted period, therefore, immediate action should be taken to cancel the allotment, declare the occupation as unauthorised and initiate eviction proceedings charging damage rent for the over stay.

16. Post retirement engagements in Committees, Commissions etc.

In cases of engagement of a retired Railway employee in Committees, Commissions and Tribunals ( even the Tribunals  of Railways like RCT), he/she will not be entitled to any Railway accommodation and should vacate the accommodation within a period of two months of having joined  such a Committee/Commissions/Tribunals etc. However, in case of re-employment on the Railways , the extant orders will continue to be applicable.

17. Allotment and vacation of earmarked/non-pooled accommodation in the case of transfer, deputation etc.

The instructions applicable to employees of Zonal Railways/Railway Board, prior to Railway Board’s circular No.E(G)2000 QR1-23 dated 30.11.2000, will be followed. On Railways, Pus, etc., where rules for such accommodation are not already defined, action should be taken to define the same.

18. Withholding of DCRG etc. in the case of post-retirement retention of quarter.

To prevent unauthorised retention of Railway accommodation by the retired Railway employees, Railway Administration should take following steps to discourage them from such action:-

(iv) ‘No claim’ certificate should not be given, unless the employee after retirement, has vacated the Railway quarter and cleared all his arrears of rent, electricity and other charges, etc.

(v) The retirement/death gratuity or special contribution to P.F., as the case may be, should be withheld in full for non-vacation of railway quarter, not only after superannuation but in all cases of cessation of service, namely, voluntary retirement death etc. Further the amount without should remain with the Administration only  in the form of cash without conversion into any type of security lest the very purpose of withholding full DCRG should get defeated. It may also please be kept in view that the gratuity should be released as soon as the quarter is vacated so that there   is neither any hardship to the retired employee or its family nor there is any claim for payment of interest on withheld gratuity for reasons of any administrative delay.

(vi) One set of post-retirement pass should be disallowed for every month of unauthorised retention of Railway quarters by retired officers/staff . The concerned retired officer/staff may be allowed the privilege of post-retirement passes after the period during which the forfeited passes would have been admissible. A show cause notice to this effect may be issued to the retired employee before disallowing the pass.

i) The provisions under Sub Rule (8) of Rule-16 of the Railway Services (Pension) Rules, 1993, as reproduced  below for ready reference, shall be strictly followed:

"(8) (a) In case where a railway accommodation is not vacated after superannuation of the Railway servant or after cessation of his services such as on voluntary retirement, compulsory retirement, medical invalidation or death, then, the full amount of retirement gratuity, death gratuity or special contribution to provident fund, as the case may be, shall be withheld.

f) The amount withheld under clause(a) shall remain with the railway administration in the form of cash.

g) In case the railway accommodation is not vacated even after the permissible period of retention after the superannuation, retirement cessation of  service or death ,as the case may be, the railway administration shall have the right to withhold, recover, or adjust from the Death -cum-retirement Gratuity, the normal rent, special licence fee or damage rent, as may be due from  the ex-railway employee and return only the balance, if any, on vacation of the Railway accommodation.

h) Any amount remaining unpaid after the adjustment made under clause (C) , may also be recovered without the consent of the pensioner by the concerned Accounts Officers from the dearness relief of the pensioner until full recovery of such dues has been made.

i) Dispute, if any, regarding recovery of damages or rent from the ex-railway employee shall be subject to adjudication by the concerned Estate Officer appointed under the Public Premises ( Eviction of Unauthorised Occupants) Act, 1971 (40 of 1971).

Notes


(iii) In respect of Railway servants holding Government acommodation allotted by Directorate ofEstates, procedure as specified under Rule 16(1) to Rule 16(7) of Railway Services (Pension) Rules, 1993, would be applicable.

(iv) The policy of allowing PSUs to pay the cost of construction of houses and thereafter retain half of the number of houses equivalent to the 50% cost of contribution should now be discontinued. Railways should encourage the PSUs to build houses on railway land subject to the condition that 50% of the number  of such houses built would be made available to Railway Officers and the balance can be allotted to officers working in the PSUs.

Representations have been received from various quarters regarding counting of military service in cases where no pensionary benefits have been paid on discharge.  The matter has been examined in consultation with  DOP&PW and Ministry of Defence, who have clarified that discharge from military service in respect of Personnel Below Officer Rank (PBOR) cannot be equated with term 'resignation' in Civil Service.  On discharge from military service, these personnel could not be sanctioned pensionary benefits due to non-fulfilling of condition of minimum years of service required for pensionary benefits.  In view of this, discharged military personnel, below officer rank, will be eligible for counting of military service alongwith Railway service for pensionary benefits subject to issue of certificate by military authorities that had they continued in military service they would have been eligible for pension on completion of minimum number of years of service for pension under military service regulations.

Attention is invited to Board’s wireless message No.91-E(SCT)I/30/10 dated 21.7.92 and letter No.96-E(SCT)I/30/4 dated 9.1.97, wherein it was advised that the instructions contained in Board’s letter No.E(NG)I/91/RR/1/21 dated 16.9.91, which states that no Railway can resort to open market recruitment in Group ‘D’ without Board’s approval, shall not apply in filling  up the posts reserved for SCs/STs through Special Recruitment Drive.

It is reiterated that Railways/Production Units need not take any approval of the Board while undertaking recruitment from the open market to fill up vacancies in Group 'D’ against SC/ST backlog. However, it must be ensured that ex-casual labour belonging to SC/ST categories, whose names are borne in Live/Supplementary Live Registers and who fulfil the prescribed norms for recruitment, are given first priority for absorption against SC/ST shortfall vacancies, before undertaking recruitment from the open market. Decision to resort to such recruitment may be taken by the General Managers.

It has been brought to the notice of Board by AIRF that reservation of berth by Rajdhani/Shatabdi trains is being refused on Ist Class medical passes, issued to serving and retired railway employees.

2. Instructions already exist vide Board’s letter of even number dated 6.1.2000 that passes issued to widows and on medical grounds shall be valid for travel in Rajdhani/Shatabdi as are applicable to railway employee of equivalent status. A special endorsement to this effect shall be made by Pass Issuing Authority also indicating the class and number of berths allowed in the pass. Commercial Directorate vide their letter No.98/TG-1/9/P dated 7.6.2000 vide para 13 (b) and (c) have also indicated that Widow Pass and medical Passes , are valid for travel in Rajdhani/Shatabdi trains. Railways are already aware that serving and retired First Class pass holders are entitled to one berth in 2-AC or 2 berths in 3-AC in Rajdhani or 2 seats in Chair Car in Shatabdi trains.

3. In the circumstances, the extant instructions may be reiterated to lower formations so that serving and retired I Class medical pass-holders are not put into any inconvenience in getting reservation in Rajdhani/Shatabdi trains.

The issue regarding grant of incentives in the revised pay scales to the Stock Verifiers on qualifying the Appendix IV-A [IREM] examination has been under review of the Board.

2. The  issue has been examined in detail in view of the V CPC's recommendations on Special Allowance, difficulties being experienced by the zonal railways in filling up the posts of Stock Verifiers, and other administrative problems faced by the Ministry of Railways.  Board has decided to replace the existing scheme of granting 3 advance increments to Stock Verifiers in scale of Rs. 5000-8000 on their passing Appendix IV-A [IREM] examination with a fixed quantum of special allowance @ Rs.240/- per month w.e.f. 1-1-1996 on the following terms and conditions:

a) The Qualification pay in the nature of Special Allowance will count for the purpose  of pay fixation on promotion to the next higher scale only and will be otherwise sui generis.  This Special Allowance will not count for DA,HRA,CCA and other pensionery purposes. 

b) This Special Allowance will not be admissible to the Stock Verifiers in Rs. 5500-9000.

c) in case of employees who qualify both Appendix III-A [IREM] and Appendix  IV-A [IREM] examinations, they will draw Special Allowance for Appendix IV-A so long as they are in the Stock Verification wing.  If they revert back to the Accounts side, they will have the benefit of addition of Special  Allowance for Appendix III-A [IREM] examination passed staff added to the stage in Accounts Assistant's scale that they would have reached had  they continued in their original cadre.

Procedure for non-CVC vigilance cases pertaining to Group 'C'  and Group 'D' employees.

***



The role of Vigilance Organisation in the non-CVC disciplinary cases, which arise out of their investigations, was one of the items in the agenda of the JCM/DC meeting held with the staff side in June, 2000.  Pursuant to the discussions in the meeting and after further examination of the issues raised by the staff side, Board would like to clarify/specify as under:

ii) Appointment of Inquiry Officer is the prerogative of  the Disciplinary Authority.  In majority of the cases, the Vigilance Organisation will leave the choice of the Inquiry Officer completely with the Disciplinary Authority.  In such a case, while appointing Inquiry Officer, Disciplinary Authority may ensure that the officer being appointed by him for conduct of Inquiry is of sound integrity and possesses adequate knowledge of rules and procedures in regard to conduct of inquiry, which is a quasi-judicial proceeding.

iii) However, in come cases, the Vigilance would forward a panel of Inquiry Officers, indicating the number of inquiries pending with each one of them.  The Disciplinary Authority in that case may choose one out o panel and appoint him as Inquiry Officer.  In cases involving more than one charges official, special care may be taken by all the concerned DAs to appoint the same Inquiry Officer out of the panel of I.Os sent by Vigilance.

iv) In terms of this Ministry's letter No. 78/V-1/CVC/1/2 dated 17-3-389, the Disciplinary Authority may give due regard to the advice of the Vigilance Organisation and strive to remove/reduce areas of disagreement, if any, with the Vigilance, by mutual consultation and discussion.  However, if there is still a disagreement, the Disciplinary Authority is free to take an independent decision on the case.

In partial modification of the Ministry's aforesaid letter dated 17-3-89, it has been decided that if, in a case, the vigilance has recommended a major penalty and the Disciplinary Authority proposes to exonerate or impose a minor penalty, the Disciplinary Authority should first record his provisional order and then consult Vigilance Organisation once.  However, if after such consultation, the Disciplinary Authority is not in agreement with the views of  the Vigilance, then he/she is free to proceed and pass speaking order about the penalty.  The Vigilance Organisation may, if they so consider, seek revision of the penalty by the appropriate authority.

Likewise, where a major penalty has been imposed by the Disciplinary Authority in agreement with the recommendations of the Vigilance but the appellate/revisionary authority proposes to exonerate or impose a minor penalty the appellate/revisionary authority may first record provision decision and consult the Vigilance Organisation once.  After such consultation, the appellate/revisionary  authority is free to take a final decision in the matter and record his/her views about penalty through speaking order.

2. It has been observed that, in many cases, disciplinary/appellate/revisionary authorities invariably refer all the disciplinary cases arising out of vigilance investigation to the Vigilance Organisation, before taking a final decision in the case.  It is advised that consultation with Vigilance is required only in those cases where they intend to impose /modify the penalty at variance with Vigilance's advice of major penalty.

3. The Disciplinary Authority may ensure that the copy of 'Notice Imposing Penalty (NIP)' is sent to Vigilance promptly on issue, so that they can take necessary action to process for revision, if considered necessary.

4. There will be no change in the extant procedure for dealing with cases involving  CVC's  advice.

The matter of extending the benefit of revised pay scales to the Railway servants who were on study leave on or after 1.1.96 had been engaging the attention of the government for some time past.

In the light of several judicial pronouncements on the subject and keeping the facts in mind that the study leave  is sanctioned to the Railway servant to pursue higher studies in public interest and also there is clear-cut demarcation between study leave and other kinds of leave, granting of revised pay benefits during study leave may not have any implications in respect of other kinds of leave.

The matter has been carefully considered and it has been decided in consultation with DOP&T and Ministry of Finance to allow the benefits of revised pay scales as recommended by the V Central Pay Commission with effect from 1.1.1996 to all those railway servants who were on study leave on 1.1.1996.

         Based on an agreement with the Staff side on the JCM National Council, orders were issued by Ministry of Finance vide OM No.13(2)/IC/92 dated 7, April 1995 prescribing the elongated  pre-revised pay scale of Rs.775-12-871-14-955-15-1030-20-1150 by merging the scales of Rs.775-12-871-14-1025 and Rs.800-15-1010-20-1150.  This elongated pay scale was applicable to all Group "D" employees other than those in the industrial and workshop categories and in the Railways.  However, for Group "D" staff of Railway Board Secretariat the two Group "D" scales of pay of Rs.775-1025 and Rs.800-1150 were merged into a single elongated scale of pay of Rs.775-1150 vide Board's letter No.PC-IV/86/RSRP/1 Vol.II dated  10.11.95.


          The Fifth Cenral pay  Commission had not recommended an appropriate replacement pay scale for the merged scale of Rs.775-12-871-14-955-15-1030-20-1150.  However, replacement pay scales of Rs.2550-45-3540 (S-2) and Rs.2650-50-4000 (S-3) were recommended for the pre-revised pay scales of Rs.775-12-871-14-1025 and Rs.800-15-1010-20-1150 respectively.  The Government however, modified the S-2 pay scales and approved the replacement scale of Rs.2610-60-3150-65-3540.  The scales S-2 and S-3 finally approved by the Government were duly notified in the RSRP Rules, 1997 on 08.10.97. Following note was incorporated as Note 1 below Rule 7 of RSRP Rules, 1997.

         Now, staff side pointed out that the decision taken had resulted in certain anomalies.  The demand of the staff side has been accepted and it has been decided to introduce a new elongated pay scale (to be designated as S-2A pay scale) of Rs.2610-60-2910-65-3300-70-4000 in replacement of the pre-revised pay scale of Rs.775-12-871-14-955-15-1030-20-1150.  In modification of Note 1 below Rule 7 of the RSRP Ruiles, 1997, the pay of all Group "D" employees in the Railway Board Secretariat in the pre-revised pay scale of Rs.775-12-871-14-955-15-1030-20-1150 on or before 01.01.1996 shall be fixed in the S-2A scale of pay.  Re-fixation of pay with effect from January 1, 1996 in the S-2A scale of pay would result, in a few cases, in the pay of employees being lower than what had already been fixed in terms of Note-1 below Rule-7 of RSRP Rules, 1997.  In rder to ensure that pay fixation in the S-2A pay scale does not result in monetary loss to any of the employees concerned, it has been further decided that the loss in such cases shall be protected by the grant of a Personal Pay equal to the difference between the pay already fixed and that admissible as a result of re-fixation in the elongated scale, the personal pay being absorbed infuture increments.

Instructions were issued vide Board's letter of even number dated 30-6-1999 delegating powers to senior subordinates in Grade Rs.5000-8000 and above and who are also in direct and independent charge of the establishment to issue/sign post-retirement complimentary passes to Railway employees, other than I-A pass holders. This recommendation has been accepted by Railway Board with reference to selection of trainers by three HODs and their minimum tenure. However, the issue , regarding  the selection of trainers based on CR, is still under consideration.

2. In this context, in partial modification of Board’s letter No.E(MPP)94/3/14 dated 28.3.94, the railways are directed to ensure that the Selection Committee for the screening/selection of trainers /instructors should henceforth consist of 3 HODs and also include the head of the concerned training centre. The Selection Committee would assess the applicants keeping in view their record of service, educational qualifications, professional background and competence.

3. The trainers should be trained at an appropriate training centre . In so far as a trainer’s tenure is concerned, it is reiterated that the maximum tenure shuold not exceed 8 years and the minimum tenure should be 3 years. The above directives are applicable to both the gazetted and non-gazetted Principal/Instructor.

The Ministry of  Railways have decided that the Manual on Management of Training, 1998 may be amended as per the attached Advance Corection Slip No.2/2001.

Entitlement for travel in Rajdhani/Shatabdi Express Trains – Affixing  of  Rubber Stamp on the Passes/PTOs.

In order  to make the system foolproof  and to facilitate Pass/PTO holders as well as Reservation Clerks  to know the correct number of berths/seats entitled for journey in Rajdhani/Shatabdi  Express trains, it has been laid down vide Board’s letter No. 98/TG-1/9 dated 29-3-2001 as follows:

“Rubber Stamps may be made which will indicate the entitlement of class/scale of accommodation of the railway official in Rajdhani  and Shatabdi Express trains.  This stamp should be affixed compulsorily by the Pass issuing authority on the Pass/PTO, at the time of issuing Pass/PTO.  This stamp should also have a space for the initials of the pass issuing authority to take care of the fraudulent stamps being put on the Pass or PTO.  This system will ensure easy exercise of the checks by the operator at the time of booking.  In order to ensure strict compliance of this provision, railways should   take necessary  action  and see that  no Pass / PTO is issued after 30-4-2001 without rubber stamp as prescribed above”.


Instances have, however, come to notice that the above procedure is not strictly being followed.  On a first class pass issued by your railway, the rubber stamp does not show the entitlement clearly, while on another pass no rubber stamp has been affixed at all.  As deficiencies of such nature may result in hardship to the pass holders as well as possibility of excess/short booking by the reservation clerks, it is requested that necessary action may be taken to ensure that instructions in this regard are strictly followed.  For guidance, a sample of the rubber stamp to be affixed on Pass/PTO issued to different categories of officers is enclosed herewith for guidance.  


Necessary action may be taken immediately to ensure that no First Class/First ‘A’  Pass/PTO is issued without the requisite rubber stamp, as booking in Rajdhani/Shatabdi may be refused in the absence of the rubber stamp showing the actual entitlement.

It appears that some of the Railways have  still not implemented this  decision and are making references to Board.  Railways are once again directed to take immediate steps for training the cooks provided in the Running Rooms in accordance with these instructions.


They may also explore the possibility of having this category of staff trained at ITDC, New Delhi within the powers delegated to General Managers, if such facilities are not readily available to a zonal railway. Reference Board's letter No.E(W)90/ED-1/Master Circular dated 21.12.90 which Master Circular No.17 on "Educational Assistance" to the children of Railway employees was issued which contained salient features and instructions issued by Board in the matter from time to time. Since then, a number of instructions on this subject have been issued in the form of Supplementary Circulars to the Master Circular.  It has now been decided by the Ministry of Railways to consolidate these instructions and issue a revised and updated version of the Master Circular as under, for information and guidance of all concerned.

2. Children's Educational Assistance, Reimbursement of Tution Fee and Hostel Subsidy.

Application on:

(1) These orders shall apply to Railway servants including those on deputation to the Railways whose pay is debitable to Railway Revenues but shall not apply to:

(a) Persons in casual or daily rated or adhoc or part-time employment;

(b) persons paid from contingencies;

(c) persons employed on contract except where the contract provides otherwise; and

(d) India based Railway staff serving in Missions abroad and receiving educational assistance under the Indian Foreign Service (Pay Leave, Compensatory Allowance and other conditions of service) Rules,1961

(2) These orders shall also apply to Railway Servants on deputation to State Governments or on foreign service, provided necessary provision in regard to the drawal of educational assistance under these orders from such State Government or foreign employers is expressly made in the terms of deputation or foreign service.

3. Definitions:

In these orders, unless the context otherwise requires:-

(a) 'Child' means a child of a Railway servant and includes a step-child and an adopted child, who is wholly dependent on the Railway Servant;

(b) 'Railway' means the Zonal Railway Administrations on open lines, Production Units including other organisations set up directly under the administrative control of the Ministry of Railways (Railway Board);

(c) 'Head of Office' means a gazetted officer declared as such under rule 4 of the Delegation of Financial powers Rules,1978 and includes such other authdority or person whom the competent authority may, by order, specify as Head of Office;

(d) 'Higher Secondary or Senior Secondary Classes' mean classes XI and XII and include classes uptod the equivalent of XIIth class under the 10+2+3 scheme like Pre-University class or the first year class of an Intermediate College, a technical college, or a Polytechnic, provided the child has passed the Secondary or equivalent but not the Higher Secondary Examination before joining such class;

(e) 'Primary Classes' mean classes I to V but do not include kindergarten or nursery classes;

(f) 'Recognised School' means a Government School or any educational institution whether in receipt of Government aid or not, recognised by the Central or State Government dor Union Territory Administration or by a University or a recognised educational authority having jurisdiction over the area where the institution is situated. For the purpose of these orders, education upto the senior level shall be treated as school education;

(g) 'Secondary classes' mean classes VI to X;

(h) 'Tution Fee' means tuition fee payable and actually paid, and includes:-

(i) Science fee,

(ii)       
Laboratory fee, in case science fee is not separately charged;

(iii)
Special fee charged for agriculture as an elective additional subject; and

(iv)    
Any fee charged for subjects like music which are taught as part of the regular school curriculum, requiring practical work under the programme of work experience;

Provided that if tuition fee charged from a Science student is higher than that charged from a non-science student, Science fee, though separately charged, shall not be included in tuition fee for the purpose of these orders.

Explanation: 'Tuition fee' does not, however, include:-

(j) Domestic Science fund charges;

(ii)       
Library fee;

(i) Games fee;

(ii) Admission fee; and

(iii) Extra-curricular activity fee.

4. GENERAL CONDITIONS

5.1 ELIGIBILITY:-

(1) Subject to the provisions of orders 11 to 24 of Annexure containing Railway Services (Educational Assistance) orders 1988 circulated vide Railway Board's letter No.E(W)84/ED1/1 dated 20.1.89, all Railway servants who were eligible to draw educational allowance, reimbursement of tuition fee and Hostel Subsidy as sper criteria and upper pay limit in force prior to 1.1.1986 will be eligible for these benefits at new rates w.e.f. 1.8.1997

(2) Provided that the assistance will be admissible only if the children of the Railway Servant study in a recognised school.

4.2(1) In case both wife and husband are Railway servants and are governed by the provisions of these orders, the children's educational allowance or reimbursement of tuition fee or hostel subsidy as the case may be, shall be admissible to one of  them only.

(2)
In case the wife or husband of a Railway servant is employed outside the      Railways  the Railway servant shall eligible to draw the allowance or reimbursement or subsidy under these orders, only if his/her spouse is not entitled to the benefit of any such allowance or reimbursement of subsidy from his/her employer and a declaration to that effect shall be obtained from the Government servant.

4.3(1)   The children's educational allowance or the reimbursement of tuition fees or      

hostel  subsidy shall be admissible to a Railway servant while he/she is on duty or is under suspension or is on leave (including extra ordinary leave)

Provided that during any period which is treated as 'dies non' the Railway servant shall not be eligible for the allowance/reimbursement/subsidy for the period.

     (2)If a Railway servant dies or ceases to be in service by reason of retirement, resignation, discharge, dismissal or removal from service in the course of an academic year, the allowance or reimbursement or hostel subsidy shall be  admissible till the end of the academic year in which the event takes place.

4.4.      The concessions of children educational assistance, reimbursement of tuition fee and Hostel subsidy shall be admissible in respect of the child upto the end of the  academic session even if he completes 20 years (18 years in case of children educational assistance scheme administered by Ministry of External Affairs)half  way during the academic session.  A Railway servant shall not be eligible to draw children educational allowance reimbursement of tuition fee or Hostel Subsidy for a child for more than 2 academic years in the same class.

5.5 Assistance in these orders shall be admissible to the Railway servant in respect of not more than 3 children at any time, born upto 31.12.87 and shall be restricted to 2 children at any time, born thereafter.

Provided that where a Railway servant claims Children's Educational Assistance in respect of some of his children and Hostel Subsidy in respect of other children, the total number of Children in respect of whom the allowance or subsidy if drawn shall not exceed three children born upto 31.12.87 and two children born thereafter.

5.6 The children's educational allowance, reimbursement of tuition fee or hostel subsidy, as the case may be, shall be admissible to a Railway servant in respect of a child, only if the child attends the school regularly

Provided that no such allowance, reimbursement or subsidy shall be admissible in any case where the period of absence from the school without proper leave exceeds one month notwithstanding that the name of the child remains on the rolls
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
